"Ensure that people do not face any trouble on
account of the government. Rules and regulations are
well and good, but they should be made to improve

Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju,
recounting the PM’s words at a Wednesday meeting
with MPs from the ruling National Democratic
Alliance. "Prime Minister Modi has said in very clear
words that there should not be any such law or rule

which unnecessarily troubles the common citizens.
This should not happen. Laws should not be a burden
on the people, but for their convenience," added
Rijiju.

The PM’s remarks come during a time when India's
largest airline, IndiGo, has been rocked by a week-
long bout of operational chaos. But it isn't clear
whether PM Modi was referring to this crisis while
making his comments today. Rijiju's comments today
suggested that the PM's remarks may have been more
generic in nature.Since last Tuesday, the airline has
cancelled or delayed hundreds of flights because of a
shortage of pilots after it failed to plan adequately for
new rules limiting how many hours they work.

Additional Chief Judicial Magistrate
(ACMM) Vaibhav Chaurasiya on September
11 dismissed Tripathi's plea, saying an
endeavour has been made by the petitioner to
invoke the provisions relating to the offences
of cheating and forgery against Gandhi.
However, the fundamental ingredients
necessary to constitute the alleged offences
are lacking.

The magisterial court further said that mere
bald assertions, unaccompanied by the

essential particulars required to attract the

statutory elements of cheating or forgery,
cannot substitute for a legally sustainable
accusation as petitioner Tripathi is merely
relying only upon an extract of the electoral

roll, which is a photocopy of a photocopy of
the alleged extract of uncertified electoral roll
of the year 1980.

"Such a course, in substance, amounts to a
misuse of the process of law by projecting a
civil or ordinary dispute in the garb of
criminality, solely to create a jurisdiction
where none exists,” the magisterial court
said.

ACMM Vaibhav Chaurasiya also said that the
court is not empowered to adjudicate upon
questions which, by express constitutional
and statutory mandate, fall within the
exclusive domain of the Centre in matters
relating to citizenship and the authority to

determine the eligibility of a person to be
included in or excluded from the electoral roll
solely rests with the Election Commission of
India."Tt becomes manifest that the present
complaint (by Tripathi) has been fashioned
with the object of clothing this court with
jurisdiction through allegations which are
legally untenable, deficient in substance, and
beyond the scope of this forum’s authority.
Such a stratagem constitutes nothing but an
abuse of the process of law, which this court
cannot countenance,”" the magisterial court
said while dismissing Tripathi's plea seeking
registration of FIR against the former
Congress President.
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Design 0K, GMDA to now look
for companies to build flyover
in Gurgaon

Gurgaon.(Agency)

GMDA is set to float the tender for a proposed flyover at
Dadi Sati Chowk. A senior GMDA official said all
prerequisites have been met."Design vetting and cost
estimates are done and the drawings are ready. The
request for proposal is now being prepared. Once the
document receives approval, we expect to issue the
tender by the end of this month," the official said.As per
the approved design, the flyover will span 630 metres.
The flyover, which will ease one of the new sector's most
congested junctions, was approved by the govt in July
last year during the 13th Authority meeting.

The project — that will decongest the critical intersection
of sectors 85, 86, 89 and 90 — cost is estimated at Rs 59
crore, which includes the shifting of utilities. Once work
begins at the site, the flover is expected to take two years
to complete.According to GMDA's traffic survey, the
junction currently witnesses peak-hour traffic of around
9,770 PCU (passenger car unit), causing long delays and
bottlenecks for commuters. The volume of traffic is
expected to exceed 10,000 PCU by the time construction
begins.Of the entire length, around 360 metres will be
built as a viaduct and the remaining length will be
constructed using reinforced earth (RE) walls on both
sides.The structure will be 11 metres wide with three
lanes, lined by 7.5-metre-wide service roads on both
sides.Pedestrian and non-motorised transport
infrastructure has been integrated into the design with a
two-metre-wide walkway and al.5-metre-wide cycle
track planned on both sides.Officials said the functional
design aims to ensure a seamless flow of vehicles from
Dwarka Expressway toward Manesar and vice-versa,
without interruptions caused by cross-traffic at the
roundabout.Grade-level traffic will shift to the service
roads, while through-traffic will move over the flyover,
allowing safer and seamless movement for both
commuters and pedestrians.

Bank executive arrested for
approving home loans on fake
documents

Noida.(Agency)

Abank employee was arrested for his alleged involvement
in a multi-crore fake home loan racket.

The accused, Shubham Saxena, a resident of Sadopur Jhal,
Badalpur, previously worked as a sales executive with
HDFC Home Loans and was currently posted as a team
manager with SBI Home Loans in Delhi. Police said that
he played a major role in facilitating fraudulent loan
approvals using forged identities. The racket was being
operated through forged documents and collusion
between builders and bank employees.Additional SP,
special task force, Noida, Rajkumar Mishra said that
gang members Tahir Hussain, Anil Sharma and Ashok
Kumar alias Rinki illegally procured original documents
of Shahida Ahmed.They used the documents to create a
fake identity under the name Ratna Vasudeva. Another
member, Aman Sharma, allegedly used forged
fingerprints of Shahida to obtain Aadhaar and PAN cards
in the name of Ratna Vasudeva.A bank account was then
opened in Federal Bank using the fake documents, into
which Rs 4.8 crore was transferred as a home loan from
HDFC Bank. "The property registry for the sanctioned
loan was executed on December 5, 2024, in the name of
Sanaualla. However, Sanaualla did not appear on the day
of registration. Instead, Mohammad Wasi impersonated
him, completed the biometrics, and got himself
photographed as the buyer," Mishra said.Police found
that the witnesses on the registry—named as Satish
Sharma and Tarachand—were also fictitious identities.
Their Aadhaar cards were forged, with the photographs
replaced by those of Tahir Khan and another associate
identified as Igbal. The fake mobile number registered in
the Federal Bank account of Ratna Vasudeva was found
linked to Tahir Khan as well.

Minda gets Yamuna
Expressway land for Rs 500
crore manufacturing unit

Yamuna Expressway Industrial Development Authority
(YEIDA) on Monday allotted a 23-acre industrial plotin
Sector 10 to Minda Corporation Limited, clearing the
way for a major manufacturing investment along the
Yamuna Expressway industrial corridor. Another
company, Polynomous Industries, will also set up a
manufacturing unitin Sector 10.

According to YEIDA, Minda will invest Rs 522 crore to
set up a manufacturing facility for wiring harnesses and
related connection systems. The proposed unit is
expected to have an annual production capacity of
around 48 lakh units and generate significant direct and
indirect employment in the region. The project with
Minda was approved under the Uttar Pradesh
Investment Promotion Policy, under which incentives
were extended as Minda Corporation is part of a Fortune
500 group.Minda Corporation, a flagship company of
the Spark Minda Group, has 27 operational
manufacturing units across India, Vietnam, Italy, Japan,
and Indonesia. The company operates in areas such as
mechatronics, information and connected systems,
plastics and interiors, aftermarket products, electric
vehicles and electronics, and runs R&D centres in Pune
and Bengaluru.YEIDA CEO Rakesh Kumar Singh
handed over the allotment letter to Minda Corporation
executive director Akash Minda, in the presence of Amit
Jalan, head of corporate affairs, Spark Minda Group,
YEIDA additional CEO Nagendra Pratap Singh, and
officer on special duty Shailendra Bhatia.

Earlier this year, YEIDA also issued a letter of intent (Lol)
to Minda Corporation for the manufacturing unit.
Previously, the group, in partnership with Korea's
Daesung and India's Loconav, was allotted 22 acres in
Sector 24 for manufacturing ignition switches and
steering locks.Meanwhile, Polynomous Industries, a
leading manufacturer of advanced polymer compounds,
plans to invest Rs 75 crore on a 10,000 sqm plot,
creating 500—600 jobs.Polynomous supplies polymer
materials to major electronics, home appliance, and
automobile component manufacturers, with
applications ranging from refrigerators and washing
machines to two and four-wheelers, LED lighting
systems, and electrical equipment.

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3k doctors on strike, health services
spared on first day in Haryana

Gurgaon.(Agency)

Over 3,000 doctors employed in govt
hospitals across Haryana launched a two-
day strike from Monday, alleging that the
state govt failed to fulfil the three major
demands they have been raising with the
authorities for years.Meanwhile, deputy
commissioner Ajay Kumar has imposed
prohibitory orders that will remain in
force on Dec 8 and 9.

The key demands of the doctors, who had

earlier issued an ultimatum, include
setting up a distinct cadre for specialists,
selection of senior medical officers
through internal promotions and
implementation of a dynamic assured
career progression (ACP) scheme on a
par with their counterparts in central govt
hospitals.The protesters, owing
allegiance to Haryana Civil Medical
Services Association (HCMSA), said
direct recruitment of senior medical
officers adversely affected the promotion
prospects of a large number of doctors.

"There is a pressing need to amend these
rules," said an HCMSA member. "In
certain states, there is a provision for
promotion after fixed intervals. For
instance, a medical officer in a central
govt hospital in Bihar is eligible for
promotionin4, 9, 13 and 20 years. This
is not the case in Haryana. More than
95% of doctors here retire with just one
promotion in their entire career, from
medical officer to senior medical
officer," he said.The prohibitory orders
were imposed under Section 163 of
BNSS within a 200-metre radius of all
govt health institutions, including the
civil hospital, sub-divisional hospitals,
polyclinics, community health centres
and primary health centres. The order
bans the gathering of five or more persons
near these facilities and will remain in
force till the strike continues. The
administration warned that violations
would invite action. As per the order,
gathering of five or more persons within

the restricted perimeter has been
prohibited. The district magistrate said
there is an apprehension that the strike
could disrupt essential healthcare

services and lead to a breach of public
order, unrest and inconvenience to the
general public. In Nuh, duty magistrates
were appointed on the orders of district
magistrate Akhil Pilani.

/8 feeding spots for 24k dogs in
Gurgaon, experts say not enough

A total of 159 stray dog feeding spots,
including 78 in the MCG area, have been
designated in the district by civic bodies
in their respective jurisdictions.On
Monday, deputy commissioner Ajay
Kumar organised a district-level
committee meeting to conduct a detailed
review of stray dog control, their humane
management, implementation of safety
measures and departmental coordination.

Appropriate signboards are being installed

at these feeding spots in the corporation
area. MCG joint commissioner Preetpal
said the civic body has given the
responsibility of managing stray dogs to
two agencies.Around 20 feeding points
have been determined in the Manesar
area. Another 16 feeding spots have been
identified in Municipal Committee
Farrukhnagar, 15 in Municipal Council
Sohna and 30 in Municipal Council
Pataudi-Jatoli Mandi.The DC said, "We
appealed to citizens not to abandon
helpless animals on roads, so that a safe
and smooth traffic system can be
ensured."The DC directed all concerned
departments to prepare a priority list of all

sensitive locations in the district — such
as schools, hospitals, bus stands, railway
stations and playgrounds — to ensure that

a surveillance system, safety measures
and "quick response mechanism" are
implemented at these places.

The meeting, which took place against the

backdrop of an increasing number of
stray dogs in the district, a call for public
safety and effective compliance with
Supreme Court directives, focused
specifically on strictly implementing the
animal birth control (ABC) programme,
removing dogs from schools, hospitals,
playgrounds, bus stands, railway stations

and other places, conducting their timely
sterilisation and sending them to safe
shelter homes.The chief medical officer
was directed to maintain an adequate
stock of anti-rabies vaccine in all govt
and private hospitals, so that immediate
medical assistance can be available in
any incident of a dog bite. Along with
this, all municipal bodies were directed to
develop separate shelter sheds for dogs,
ensuring both humane protection of
animals and citizens' convenience."This
campaign is not merely an administrative
process, but an effort to ensure citizens'
safety and health," Kumar said while
directing the departments concerned to
conduct regular inspections, coordinated
action and submit time-bound progress
reports.Officials of the Municipal
Corporation Manesar informed that a
shelter home has been prepared in
Naurangpur and a new shelter is proposed
on one acre in Nainwal village. The DC
directed NHAI and PWD officials to
prepare a list of all such stretch points in
the district where stray animals often sit,
so that necessary steps can be taken from
aroad safety perspective.

was a sharp spike in APK (Android
Package Kit) frauds, where malicious files
are sent on WhatsApp disguised as
pension verification forms, life certificate
updates, challan links, or even wedding
invitations. "The moment you click the
APK, your phone is compromised. The
hacker takes complete control within

seconds," he said.

Haryana who lost Rs 12 lakh after clicking
an APK titled ‘DNP Life Certificate
Update.pk'. Similar APK files are now
being sent disguised as traffic e-challans,
which many are falling prey to.

"Kids download games from third-party
APK stores to avoid charges. These are
loaded with spyware," Tandon said.
Giving an example, he said a child
downloaded a game on his grandfather's
phone, leading to Rs 10 lakh disappearing
from the grandfather's account. Games
like Roblox (13+) and unofficial
Minecraft downloads, he warned, are
"danger zones" for children.Highlighting
the global scale of cyber risks, Tandon said

password leaks have reached
unprecedented levels. "If you've reused
passwords, you're already at risk," he
cautioned.Tandon also warned about
SIM-swap and eSIM frauds, where
criminals impersonate telecom staff. "If
they crack your email password, they
can activate your eSIM on their device
and start receiving all your OTPs," he
said. Once that happens, accounts are
emptied using pre-approved
loans.Urging people to act, Tandon said,
"Check your exposure on
haveibeenpwned.com, change
compromised passwords, enable two-
step verification, and use passkeys." He
advised parents to keep children off
social media till the age of 15 and stop
third-party game downloads.

600 establishments, including clubs,
pubs, bars, restaurants and ahatas (
BYOB venues) are operating without
the necessary fire NOC, a critical
document that certifies compliance with
fire safety regulations.

The inspection process will involve a
thorough review of each establishment's
fire safety measures, including the
availability and functionality of fire
extinguishers, smoke detectors,
emergency exits, and sprinkler systems.
The department will also assess staff
training in emergency response
procedures and the overall maintenance
of fire safety equipment.Joint director of
fire department, Gulshan Kalra, said
that the primary goal is to ensure that all
public venues in Gurgaon are fully
equipped to handle any fire-related
emergencies."The department urges all
establishments to proactively review
their fire safety measures and ensure
compliance with the necessary
regulations," he said.Establishments
found lacking in compliance will be
given a stipulated period to rectify the
deficiencies. Failure to do so may result
in penalties, including fines and
potential closure until they comply. For
the sake of aesthetics, fire safety
equipment is often kept hidden from
plain sight in restaurants, pubs and
bars.Most entertainment venues often
have one entrance that makes
evacuation difficult during an
accident.Moreover, since most of these
places serve alcohol, the liquor fumes
make the atmosphere inside such an
entertainment venue highly
flammable.A resident of Sector 50,
Rohit Mishra, said several clubs and
pubs do not meet the fire safety
measures."There are clubs and bars with
narrow entry and single entry and exit
points," he said, adding that some of the
establishments are operating in very
cramped places.

digital defenders." The DGP

isn't inside phones and bank
servers but circuits of the human
mind. This was the unequivocal
message from Haryana's
director-general of police OP
Singh to our readers at the TOI's
first ‘DontGetScammed'
Townhall in the city on
Sunday.With cybercrime
becoming an exponentially
rising threat, the sense of
urgency in society to build better
defences against it was evident
in the full house that greeted
DGP Singh at Imperial Gardens
in Sector 102 on Sunday
afternoon. There were many
questions, ranging from basic
safety practices to hacking of
phones. The DGP, well
experienced in this domain with
astintas ADGP, cyber, answered
with facts, and a characteristic
dash of humour.Cybercrime
numbers are stark. From Jan-Oct
this year, 35,564 complaints
related to cyber fraud have been
received in Gurgaon alone.
These crimes have cheated
residents of more than Rs 230
crore through baits like
investment frauds, fear tactics
like ‘digital arrests', and

information such as OTPs. And
while coordination between
police, banks and other agencies
has improved, recovering
money stolen through
cybercrime is not easy. For
example, though 2,230 arrests in
different cybercrime cases have
been made in the city this year,
police have managed to recover
only Rs 46.6 crore.Against this
backdrop of escalating digital
vulnerability, awareness is the
best defence against scams. The
townhall with the DGP aimed to
do just that.

Before moving to solutions and
interventions, the DGP gave a
reality check. Haryana, he said,
received tens of thousands of
cyber fraud complaints last year.
Losses ran into hundreds of
crores. Victims came from every
income group. And the most
shocking detail? Most attacks
succeeded not because of high-
end hacking, but because of
e m ot i o n a I
manipulation."Scammers hack
the mind before they hack the
device," Singh told the
audience, among them
executives, software engineers,

young parents with toddlers.
"What they exploit is not
technology, but behaviour —
your impulses, your fears, your
hopes," he added.

Singh explained that digital fraud
hinges on six universal human
triggers: fear, urgency, trust,
curiosity, greed and
carelessness. "These six
vulnerabilities," he said, "are the
scammer's favourite toolkit.
They don't need your account
number. They just need a
moment when you stop
thinking."Across the hall, heads
nodded. A woman whispered to
her husband, "This is exactly
how that fake courier text fooled
me last year."

"Fraudsters study routines. They
know when salaries are credited.
That's when they offer high-
return fake investments," Singh
said, offering an insight into how
cyber cons plant their click baits.
To a question about deepfakes,
Singh responded: "Deepfakes
are not dangerous because of
technology — they're dangerous
because they imitate trust."

To drive home the psychological

situations. A man, he said,
receives a call claiming his
electricity supply will be cut in
15 minutes. A woman gets a
message, he said, that her bank
account has been ‘suspended'. A
student gets a text about a parcel
awaiting verification.

The two to three seconds that
decide one's response is where
scams are a hit or a miss, the
DGP said. "When fear hits, the
brain's rational centre shuts
down. And scammers know this
better than most
psychiatrists."The line drew
laughter but an uneasy one
because the words resonated
with the audience. They rang
true. The setting of Imperial
Gardens added a layer to the
discussion. Located along the
rapidly developing Dwarka
Expressway stretch, with a
population dominated by young
professionals, tech workers, and
families that use the whole array
of digital services, including
UPI, credit cards, e-commerce
and banking, it brought an
invested audience to the session.

As one resident put it, "We're all

agreed and said, "Digital India
needs digital instincts.

Malaysia Airlines to pay

compensation over missing
flight Mh370

A Beijing court has ruled that Malaysia Airlines must
pay 2.9 million yuan ($410,000) each to the families
of eight passengers who went missing in the
mysterious disappearance of the MH370 flight more
than a decade ago.The court ordered the airline to pay
each family compensation for the death of their loved
one, funeral expenses, and damages stemming from
emotional distress, it said in a statement Monday.
Although it is not known what happened to the
passengers, they have been declared legally
dead.There were 239 passengers and crew members
on the flight that disappeared after departing Kuala
Lumpur for Beijing in 2014.

Despite years of searches, it's unknown why the plane
went down or what happened to the people on board.
Most of the passengers were Chinese, and their
families in China have continued to seek answers.

The court said that another 23 cases remain pending. In
47 other cases, families have reached agreements
with the airlines and withdrawn their suits.Last
Wednesday, the Malaysian government said it would
resume a search for the missing plane starting Dec.
30.

'Why India dumping rice into
US’: Trump's new tariff
threat amid US trade talks

US President Donald Trump said India should not be
“dumping” rice into the U.S. market and said he will
“take care” of the issue, emphasising that tariffs
would easily solve the “problem.”This comes amid
United States Under Secretary of State for Political
Affairs Allison Hooker's visit to New Delhi and
Bengaluru from December 7to 11.

The visit is expected to sharpen the strategic focus of
the US-India partnership at a time when both sides
are navigating economic friction, geopolitical
volatility and rapid technological shifts. According
to the US Embassy, Hooker will prioritise advancing
the US-India strategic partnership, deepening
economic and commercial ties, expanding American
exports, and accelerating collaboration in emerging
technologies, particularly artificial intelligence and
space exploration.Her visit comes amid renewed
efforts in Washington and New Delhi to stabilise ties
after weeks of heightened tensions over the Trump
administration’s 50% tariff on Indian goods and
India’s continued purchase of Russian energy.

On Monday, Trump hosted a White House roundtable
with farming and agriculture representatives, joined
by key cabinet members including Treasury
Secretary Scott Bessent and Agriculture Secretary
Brooke Rollins.

He announced USD 12 billion in federal aid for
farmers.Meryl Kennedy, who runs her family’s
agribusiness, Kennedy Rice Mill in Louisiana, told
Trump that rice producers in the southern United
States are “really struggling” and that other countries
are “dumping” rice into the U.S. market. When asked
by Trump which countries are dumping rice into
America, Kennedy, sitting next to the President,
replied, "India, and Thailand; even China into Puerto
Rico. Puerto Rico used to be one of the largest
markets for US rice. We haven't shipped rice into
Puerto Ricoin years.”

2 Afghan Teens Jailed For
Raping 15-Year-0ld Girl In
England

Two teenage Afghan asylum seekers, who had both
arrived in Britain alone in the last year, were given
long detention sentences on Monday for raping a 15-
year-old girl in central England.

The boys, Jan Jahanzeb and Israr Niazal, both aged 17,
carried out the attack in a park in Leamington Spa in
May after taking the girl, who was very drunk at the
time, away from her friends, prosecutors told
Warwick Crown Court.The court was played footage
that the highly distressed girl had managed to capture
during the attack, in which she could be heard
sobbing loudly and screaming: "Please help me ... let
me go ... I want to go home.""The day I was raped
changed me as a person,”" the girl, who said the
incident was her first sexual experience, said in a
victim statement.

MAJOR POLITICALISSUE

Crimes, particularly sexual offences, committed by
asylum seekers have become a major political issue in
Britain, especially as the government is seeking a
solution to stop thousands of migrants arriving in
small boats from across the Channel.Last month, an
Afghan national pleaded guilty to raping a 12-year-
old girl in Nuneaton, in central England, while an
Ethiopian man was jailed in September after being
convicted of sexually assaulting a teenage girl and
another woman in Epping, north of London.

Both cases sparked large-scale protests, some of which
turned violent, and prompted demonstrations across
the country at hotels housing asylum seekers.
Immigration concerns have also helped to propel the
populist Reform UK party to lead in opinion polls.

In an acknowledgment of the public concern, the judge
Sylvia de Bertodano ordered that the two teenagers,
who pleaded guilty in October, could be named
despite being only 17, saying it was in the public
interest to do so.Jahanzeb, who turns 18 at the start of
next year, was given detention of 10 years and eight
months, while Niazal was sentenced to nine years and
10 months in detention. Jahanzeb's lawyer Robert
Holt said his client had travelled through Europe
alone to get to Britain in January, succeeding on his
fourth attempt to cross the Channel on a small boat.
He faces automatic deportation after his sentence is
completed.

block the main access road to the
international airport outside the northern
Greek city of Thessaloniki.Police have
been enforcing traffic diversions in several
parts of northern and central Greece to skirt
the blockades, while farmer roadblocks at
the country’s northern borders with
Bulgaria, Turkey and North Macedonia
have already hampered truck traffic,
causing long backup lines of freight
vehicles.The payment delays have come as
authorities review all requests following
revelations of widespread fraudulent

claims for EU farm subsidies.
Protesters have argued that the delays
amount to collective punishment,
leaving honest farmers in debt and
unable to plant their fields for next
season.Greece’s farming sector has also
been hit this year by an outbreak of goat
and sheep pox that led to a mass cull of
livestock.Michalis Chrisochoidis, the
minister for public order, said last week
that the government remained open to
talks with protest leaders, but warned
that it wouldn’t tolerate the shutdown of
major transit points.Protests by farmers
are common in Greece, and similar
blockades in the past have sometimes
severed all road traffic between the north
and south of the country for weeks.The
subsidy scandal prompted the resignation
of five senior government officials in June,
and the phased shutdown of a state agency
that handled agricultural subsidies. Dozens
of people have been arrested for allegedly
filing false claims, in response to an
investigation led by the European Public
Prosecutor’s Office.

Netanyahu defends leadership
during Gaza war, touts his

JERUSALEM: Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin

Netanyahu, in a fiery speech at the Knesset (Israeli
parliament) on Monday (December 8, 2025),
defended his handling of the country's affairs,
asserting that despite a wave of anti-semitism against
the Jewish state, it enjoys an unprecedented support
from many countries and leaders, including Prime
Minister Narendra Modi.Speaking during a so-called
'40-signature debate', a parliamentary mechanism that
allows the Opposition to compel the Prime Minister to
appear once a month at the Knesset forum, Netanyahu
put up a strong defence of his government's policy on
various fronts, including Israel’s foreign relations.
"Israel is today stronger than ever," he said.

The Israeli Premier hit back at what the Opposition
described as “the collapse of Israel’s international
standing,” arguing that Israel remained diplomatically,
militarily, and economically dominant despite its two
years at war with Hamas, highlighting his ties to global
leaders.Sitting through a series of scathing criticisms
from opposition members, Netanyahu opened his
speech by mocking the subject of the debate, calling
the assertion that Israel’s global standing has collapsed
over the war “a detachment from reality,” and insisting
that “Israel today is stronger than ever.” “It is the
strongest power in the Middle East, and in certain
fields, it is a global power,” Netanyahu stressed,
claiming that “this is a direct result of the way we have
led the War of Revival”.The Israeli government
decided to name the war that started with the attack of
Hamas on its territory on October 7, 2023, as the "War
of Revival' in October, a decision that many in Israel
contest.“Many states around the world and very many
world leaders are seeking us out,” Netanyahu said
before acknowledging that “there are challenges” as
well.He blamed the "waves of antisemitism" sweeping
the West as a result of two things: radical Muslim
minorities that have entered almost every country, first
and foremost in Europe, and antisemitic incitement on
social media, "incitement amplified by anti-Zionist
governments and organisations”.“We are fighting this
antisemitism around the world,” he continued, noting
that his government has made an unprecedented
allocation of some NIS 2.35 billion ($725 million) to
the Foreign Ministry “to combat this propaganda”.“I
believe we must fight it with new methods,”
Netanyahu said, while insisting that “we must look at
our tremendous achievements”.Despite this,
Netanyahu argued tat Israel’s diplomatic standing
remained significant, pointing to the visit of German
Chancellor Friedrich Merz this week, a visit he said
came at Merz’s request.

Japan assesses damage from 7.5
magnitude quake that injured 33

TOKYO. (Agency)

Japan was assessing damage Tuesday and
cautioning people of potential aftershocks
after a late-night 7.5 magnitude earthquake
caused injuries, light damage and a tsunami
in Pacific coastal communities.At least 33
people were injured, one seriously, the Fire
and Disaster Management Agency said.
Most of them were hit by falling objects,
public broadcaster NHK reported.Prime
Minister Sanae Takaichi told reporters an
emergency task force was formed to
urgently assess damage. “We are putting
people’s lives first and doing everything
we can,” she said.At a parliamentary
session Tuesday, Takaichi pledged the
government would continue its utmost
effort and reminded people they have to
protect their own lives.The 7.5 magnitude
quake struck around 11:15 p.m. in the
Pacific Ocean, around 80 kilometers (50
miles) off the coast of Aomori, the
northernmost prefecture of Japan’s main
Honshu island.The U.S. Geological

Survey measured the quake at 7.6
magnitude and said it occurred 44
kilometers (27 miles) below the surface.

A tsunami of up to 70 centimeters (2 feet, 4
inches) was measured in Kuji port in Iwate
prefecture, just south of Aomori, and
waves up to 50 centimeters struck other
communities in the region, the Japan

Meteorological Agency said. NHK §

reported the waves damaged some oyster
rafts. The agency lifted all tsunami
advisories by 6:30 a.m. Tuesday.

Chief Cabinet Secretary Minoru Kihara said
about 800 homes were without electricity
and Shinkansen bullet trains and some
local lines were suspended in parts of the
region in the early hours of Tuesday. East
Japan Railway said it is aiming to resume
bullet trains in the region later Tuesday.

Power was mostly restored by Tuesday
morning, according to the Tohoku Electric
Power Co.About 480 residets sheltered at
Hachinohe Air Base and 18 defense
helicopters were mobilized for a damage

assessment, Defense Minister Shinjiro
Koizumi said.About 200 passengers were
stranded for the night at New Chitose
Airport in Hokkaido, NHK reported. Part

of a domestic terminal building was
unusable Tuesday after parts of its ceiling
cracked and fell to the floor, according to
the airport operator.The Nuclear
Regulation Authority said about 450 liters
(118 gallons) of water spilled from a spent
fuel cooling area at the Rokkasho fuel
reprocessing plant in Aomori, but that its
water level remained within the normal

range and there was no safety concern. No
abnormalities were found at other nuclear
power plants and spent fuel storage
facilities, the NRA said.JMA cautioned
about possible aftershocks in the
coming days. It said there is a slight
increase in risk of a magnitude 8-level
quake and possible tsunami occurring
along Japan's northeastern coast from
Chiba, just east of Tokyo, to Hokkaido.
The agency urged residents in 182
municipalities in the area to monitor
their emergency preparedness in the
coming week, reminding them that the
caution is not a prediction of a big
one.Monday's quake occurred just
north of the coastal region where the
magnitude 9.0 quake and tsunami in 2011
killed nearly 20,000 people and destroyed
the Fukushima Daiichi nuclear power plant.

“You need to prepare, assuming that a disaster

like that could happen again," JMA official
Satoshi Harada said.Smaller aftershocks
were continuing Tuesday.

The Election Commission is expected to
announce a revised date for polling in the
10th ward soon, following standard
procedures that mandate postponement
when a contesting candidate passes away
before the election.

LDF—UDF misleading
people, aligned with
Jamaat-e-Islami: BJP

Kerala BJP State President Rajeev
Chandrasekhar on Tuesday accused both the
CPI(M)-led LDF and the Congress-led UDF
of misleading the people of Kerala, claiming
that the Chief Minister’s recent remarks
have indirectly confirmed political support
from Jamaat-e-Islami to both fronts.

Chandrasekhar said Jamaat-e-Islami
represents a “dangerous political ideology”
and alleged that the LDF and UDF have
aligned themselves with an organisation that
advocates the establishment of an Islamic
state.

“It is extremely alarming that such religious
extremist groups are being allowed to
influence our democratic framework,” he
said.

He accused both the Left and the Congress of
placing political gains above people’s
welfare and security. “Kerala’s civil society
must put an end to this dangerous political
partnership by supporting the NDA,” he
added.

The BJP leader further criticised the CPI(M)
and the Congress for debating “who can
safeguard Kerala’s interests” while,
according to him, both fronts have failed the
state over decades. “People are questioning
what these parties have actually delivered.
Even during the UPA regime from 2004,
when the CPI(M) offered support and eight
ministers were in the cabinet, what was done
for the state?” he asked.

Chandrasekhar said successive governments
had failed to generate employment for
Kerala’s youth, allowing unemployment to
reach its peak. He added that neither front
had acted to control inflation or protect the
faith of Ayyappa devotees.

He also alleged that four-and-a-halfkilograms
of gold went missing from Sabarimala and
both fronts ignored the issue. “For 20 years,
the Devaswom Board has been turned into a
hub of middlemen by these two fronts,” he
said, adding that organisations like SDPI
and Jamaat-e-Islami were brought into
Kerala’s political space by the CPI(M) and
the Congress.

He reiterated that only the Narendra Modi-led
central government had consistently acted
in Kerala’s interest and extended more
assistance to the state than what it received
during Congress rule.

Bangalore University Vice-Chancellor Jaikar S

said, “The University campus is spread over
1,200 acres and there are many stray dogs.
Most of these dogs are abandoned by the
residents living around the campus. We cannot
shut the gates because many public vehicles,
including BMTC buses, ply through the
campus. As aresult, we are unable to keep a tab
on the number of dogs and control their birth.”

He added, “We have sought the help of civic

officials to sterilise the dogs and control their
population on the campus. In August, two of
our students were bitten by a dog when they
went for amorning walk on the campus.”

There are around 250 dogs on the Bangalore

University campus. When asked about
designating a place to feed the dogs, Jaikar said,
“It is under process and nothing has been

decided yet.”

Noting that promotioncannot be withheld on

Assistant Accounts Officer Maruthi Rao to the
post of Accounts Officer with effect from April
2018 and give all consequential benefits.

“A charge sheet surfacing years after the
Departmental Promotion Committee convened
cannot retrospectively deprive the petitioner of
a promotion that he was rightfully due and
ought to have been granted upon the fair
assessment of his representation.The
corporation appears to have proceeded in
blissful disregard of settled doctrine pertaining
to commencement and pendency of
disciplinary proceedings, thereby acting in

blatant contravention of the governing
principles of Service Jurisprudence”, said
Justice M Nagaprasanna, allowing the petition

filed by Maruthi Rao from Dharwad.

The petitioner sought directions to the KPTCL to
give him a promotion to the post of Accounts
Oftficer with effect from April 16, 2018. Owing
to certain omissions and commissions, pending
initiation of disciplinary proceedings, the
petitioner was placed under suspension, which

was revoked after three months. His juniors
were accorded promotions.

Long thereafter, on October 29, 2021, a charge
sheet was issued against several others alleging
offences of certain misconduct. The said
charge sheet is pending consideration. The
petitioner then submits a representation on July
12,2024, claiming promotion on the score that,
as on the date on which the petitioner and
others were assessed for promotion, his case
could not have been ignored, as there was no
charge sheet on the said date. The court noted
that the charge sheet was issued only on
October 29,2021, nearly four years subsequent
to a meeting of the Departmental Promotion
Committee, which had, on April 16, 2018,
accorded promotion to the juniors of the
petitioner. The petitioner on the said date,
admittedly, did not suffer any disqualification
and yet his case was excluded for promotion,
the courtadded.

India's semiconductor
drive gains pace, 4 units
start pilot production:

India's semiconductor and high-

performance computing
ecosystem is rapidly expanding,
union Minister IT Minister
Ashwini Vaishnaw said on
Tuesday at the inaugural
Supercomputing India 2025
Conference, marking a major
milestone in the nation's
technological journey.

Out of ten semiconductor

fabrication units set up in the
country, four have already
commenced pilot production,
while the remaining units are in
various stages of design and
construction. Indian design teams
are working on cufting-edge two-
nanometer and three-nanometer
chips, signaling a significant leap
in domestic chip-making
capabilities.

"This ecosystem is developing very

rapidly. Our aim is to complement
our strong services-based IT
industry with product-based
technology and advanced
manufacturing,” Vaishnaw said.
He added that semiconductor and
electronics manufacturing,
alongside India's Al-driven
services sector, will strengthen the
country's position in global
technology markets.

Vaishnaw welcomed over 5,000

delegates, including 2,000
academicians and 175 exhibitors
from 20 countries, highlighting
that the conference provides a
platform to showcase
advancements in Al, quantum
computing, and semiconductors.
He emphasised that such
technologies are reshaping the
global economy and reaffirmed
India's commitment to solutions
"Made in India, Designed in India,
and Made for the World."

Pointing to India's robust digital

infrastructure, Vaishnaw noted the
widespread adoption of the
Unified Payments Interface (UPT),
which has surpassed international
standards, and the presence of one
of the world's largest 5G networks,
bringing technology access to
nearly every citizen.

Cops crack down on fake

ghee manufacturing unit

New Delhi: The Delhi Police have busted a large-
scale spurious desi ghee manufacturing unit in the Alipur
area here and seized 1,500 kg of fake clarified butter and
55 litres of synthetic essence used to prepare it, an offi-
cial said on Thursday. Acting on a tip-off, a team of the
Outer North district on Tuesday raided the premises of
Bansal Agro Food Industries in Kheda Kalan. “The facto-
ry was manufacturing and packaging fake desi ghee
under multiple popular brand names for supply across
Delhi and neighbouring states,” Deputy Commissioner
of Police (Outer North) V Hareshwar Swami said. He
said officials from the Food Safety and Standards
Authority of India (FSSAI) were alerted after the initial
tip-off, and a joint team conducted the raid following due
legal procedures under the new law. “During the search,
the team found large quantities of ready-to-distribute
spurious ghee stored in tins, cartons and packets. FSSAI
officials also collected samples for laboratory testing,”
the DCP said. According to the police, the unit was being
operated by Gyanendra Singh, a resident of Burari, who
has allegedly been manufacturing fake desi ghee since
1995 and shifted operations to the current premises in
2014. “Singh supplied the product across the national
capital and adjoining states. The total seizure includes 50
tins (15 litres each), 10 cartons containing 30 packets
(500 ml) each, nine cartons of 1 litre packets, two tins of
another brand (15 litres each), 21 tins of 15 litres each,
eight tins of 15 litres each and 11 plastic cans of 5 litres
each, along with several brands of synthetic essence,” he
added. A case has been registered and further investiga-
tion is underway.

Gurugram businessman Kkilled after
hit by speeding car while cycling

Gurugram: Amitabh Jain, a 58-year-old businessman,
was Killed in a hit-and-run incident in Gurugram’s DLF
Phase 2 area on Wednesday. He was cycling on
Akashneem Marg around 7.15 am when a speeding car
struck him from behind. The driver fled the scene, leav-
ing Jain to die. The CCTV footage shows Jain cycling in
the left lane with ample space for the car to overtake. The
driver didn’t stop, and Jain sustained critical injuries, suc-
cumbing to them later. An FIR was registered against the
unknown driver under Sections 106, 281, and 324(2) of
the BNS at the DLF Phase 2 police station. Police
retrieved the vehicle’s registration number from CCTV
footage and identified the owner, who had recently sold
the car. A manhunt is underway to arrest the driver.
Jain’s family suspects foul play, and locals question if it
was a targeted attack due to personal enmity. The police
are investigating all angles.

Woman nabbed for swiping jewellery
worth Rs 33 lakh in Karol Bagh

New Delhi: A 35year-old woman was arrested for
allegedly stealing jewellery worth Rs 33 lakh from a jew-
ellery firm employee in Karol Bagh, police said on
Thursday. Her movements were tracked through CCTV
footage for 16 km before she was apprehended, they said.
On November 21, the manager of a jewellery firm filed an
e-FIR reporting the theft. He alleged that he and his col-
league had visited Karol Bagh a day earlier for repair work
and lost a bag containing gold jewellery while they were
returning to their store in an e-rickshaw. A police officer
said footage from CCTVs revealed the theft to be the
handiwork of a woman, a resident of Sultanpuri.

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India-Russia ties poised
to gather pace

The state visit by Russian President Vladimir Putin
to India drew heightened international attention,
which gave it the colouring of a geopolitical event.
Three European ambassadors assigned to Delhi
from France, Germany and the UK even resorted
to pamphleteering to smear Russia, compelling a
rare rebuke by the government. In the event,
though, Prime Minister Narendra Modi and Putin
kept the focus on the bilateral content, with a long-
term perspective.Although the presence of the
ghost at the banquet would have been on their
minds, neither Modi nor Putin showed any signs of
it. In fact, Putin embarked on the journey to Delhi
right after his momentous 5-hour negotiations in
the Kremlin with US President Donald Trump’s
special envoy Steve Witkoff and son-in-law Jared
Kushner, which have held out hopes that guns may
soon fall silent in the battlefields of Ukraine and
promises a historic breakthrough in the adversarial
Russian-American relationship that has posed
formidable challenges lately to Indian diplomacy.

To be sure, the Delhi summit was held in the
backdrop of a tumultuous shift of tectonic plates in
the alignment of major powers, especially Russia
and India. In his first public remarks with Putin,
Modi went straight to the point, saying India was
anything but ‘neutral’ in the Ukraine situation and
stood for peace. It was a bold articulation of
support for the coordinated efforts by Putin and
Trump to bring the war to an end, the diabolical
moves by the European Union and the Kiev
regime to smother the nascent peace process
notwithstanding.By coincidence, perhaps, Trump
chose Friday, even as Putin’s visit was under way,
to unveil the new National Security Strategy
(NSS) of his presidency, which painted European
powers as weak and raised doubts about their long-
term reliability as partners; reinforced the
‘America First’ philosophy espousing non-
intervention overseas; and called for shifting US
military assets to the Western Hemisphere, “away
from theatres whose relative import to American
national security has declined inrecent decades”.

The NSS stressed improved ties with both Russia
and India. On the one hand, it messaged that
ending the Ukraine war is a core US interest to
“reestablish strategic stability with Russia”, while
on the other hand, it stated the Trump
administration’s determination to “improve
commercial (and other) relations with India to
encourage New Delhi to contribute to Indo-Pacific
security”.Conceivably, Moscow and Delhi could
anticipate the drift of the forthcoming NSS
document presaging an imminent shift in the
Trump administration’s strategic calculus. It must
have been a daunting challenge to choreograph a
summit with a superpower in such a fluid setting,
and it probably accounted for the anti-climactic
look of the Modi-Putin summit. The joint
statement, titled ‘INDIA-RUSSIA: A Time-Tested
Progressive Partnership, Anchored in Trust &
Mutual Respect’, prudently steered clear of the
geopolitical convulsions in the international
environment. The entire turf of defence ties lies
submerged. There was no trace of ‘anti-

The Army’s ethic
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Unity in diversity, anchored in the hierarchy of faith, oath and purpose

THERE are moments when a court judgment does more

than settle a dispute; it restores direction. The Supreme
Court’s ruling upholding the dismissal of an officer who
declined to accompany his soldiers into a regimental
place of worship is one such moment. It reaffirms a truth
soldiers have always lived and democracies must
continually reinforce: a Republic stands on the strength

of'its institutions, and institutions stand on the integrity of

their covenants.In public debate, and in some
commentary, the case has been misconstrued as an
opportunity to revisit long-standing military practices.
This interpretation misses the central point. This was not
a dispute about ritual but about cohesion, duty
and the constitutional architecture of a plural
Army.

gurdwara stand side by side and have long
served as a unified Sarva Dharma space.

Across the Army, such spaces do not demand
belief; they affirm coexistence. They ask only
that cohesion not fracture in the presence of
diversity.

The Army has never understood unity as a |
matter of numbers, ratios or prescribed
compositions. Whoever stands together,
wherever they come from and in whatever
proportion they appear, is also unity, because
cohesion is not arithmetic; it is lived
experience. This is why the suggestion made
in some commentary that the case should
prompt a revisiting of class compositions or regimental
practices misses the point entirely. Unity in the Army is
not constructed by external design; it is sustained by
shared duty, shared danger and the oath that binds every
soldier to the next.One incident, however visible, cannot
be used to reopen or reinterpret an institutional
architecture. A refusal of duty calls for understanding, not
redesign, and certainly not redesign by those unfamiliar
with the letter, the alphabet and the grammar of the very
ethic they seem to reinterpret. The Army’s practices were
not shaped in abstraction; they were forged by the
realities of land warfare, the demands of cohesion and the
lived experience of diverse units fighting as one. To treat
a single case as an opportunity for structural change is to
mistake a moment for a mandate and an incident for an

institution.Some have asked whether the reaction would
have differed had the officer belonged to a majority
community. This question misreads the uniform. The
Army does not weigh identity; it upholds obligation. A
breach of a unifying duty is identical regardless of who
commits it. The ethic is the same for one or for many, for
minority or majority, because the moment identity enters
the calculus, cohesion exits it. This judgment is therefore
not about who the officer was. It is about what the
institution must remain.The Supreme Court upheld his
dismissal not because it doubted his sincerity, but
because it recognised that belief cannot outrank duty in

the profession of arms. A lawful regimental practice had
been set aside by personal interpretation. In a force where
unity is operationally non-negotiable, that constituted
indiscipline. The Army acted within its mandate; the
court upheld this because it strengthened the
constitutional spine of a force that serves without favour
or fear.To understand why belief cannot outrank duty,
one must recall the grammar of soldiering. The letter of
land warfare has never changed: hand to hand, bayonet to
bayonet, man to man, tank to tank. The closeness of battle
leaves no room for fracture. The alphabet is the Army’s
diversity of arms and service. The grammar is the assault,
the eviction, the capture and the hold, the unforgiving
syntax of land battle that demands unbroken cohesion.
Through letter, alphabet and grammar, the constant is the
man: his instinct, his motivation and his enduring code,

Naam, Namak, Nishan.Unity in diversity is not an
aspiration; it is an operational necessity. Whether a unit is
all class, mixed class or fixed class, officer leadership is
always mixed. The Sarva Dharma Sthal exists for this
architecture. It is not ritual; it is a post-Independence
institutional design that ensures every soldier can stand
with his comrades even when they do not worship alike. It
is the Army’s own indigenous grammar of unity, a space
where identity dissolves into duty.This judgment matters
because the Army is the Republic’s most visible school of
constitutional citizenship. It is where language, region,
caste and creed appear in every company line yet do not
determine privilege or precedence. The
Army’s ethic is not the erasure of difference
but the refusal to let difference become
division. It allows a million identities to wear
one uniform without asserting themselves at
the cost of another.This ethic is not
decorative. It is the foundation of discipline,
trust and operational integrity. A commander
cannot stand apart from his men at the very
moment that symbolises collective identity.
Nor can a unit remain cohesive if individuals
reinterpret institutional practice through
personal preference. The court recognised
that such a path would weaken a secular,
apolitical force. The Army’s secularism
protects the rights of all by ensuring that none
asserts primacy.

There is also a reminder for the Army. Cohesion
is not guaranteed by tradition alone. It is
renewed each time the oath is placed above
interpretation and each time the collective
ethic is upheld without hesitation. The Army
does not choose belief for its soldiers; it
ensures belief does not fracture the centre.

In an age when societies struggle to hold their

balance, when noise outruns nuance and identity outruns

empathy, the Indian Army’s ethic becomes a national
anchor. It shows that coexistence is a daily act, not an
ideal. It shows that difference can be held without
hierarchy and common purpose can transcend inherited
lines. It shows that fidelity to the covenant steadies the
institution in moments of strain.By upholding the Army’s
decision, the Supreme Court has reinforced a principle
that has carried India through wars, upheavals and
uncertainty. The centre that holds is not built of stone or

ceremony. It is built of fidelity to the covenant that binds a

million soldiers into one. When that covenant is upheld,

the Republic stands steadier, the institution stands clearer,
and the message to every rank remains unmistakable:
unity in duty is not negotiable.

Social media had some wounding snippets of news
this week: a bridegroom cruelly trolled for being
dark, young people despairing of getting an
education, and parents working themselves to the
bone for their children’s sake. It made me want to
share some personal history that reflects the
ongoing struggle for respect and opportunity in our
society, and how faith can fail.My paternal
grandmother, Lalita, was widowed at twenty-six.
She and her children, my father and his elder sister
Kanthi, were sent to her brothers as poor relatives.
My father got everything, but the uncles did not
think it necessary to educate Kanthi. Nevertheless,
when Kanthi was eight, Lalita requested that she be
sent to school so that she could earn her living one
day.The uncles said she would have to be married,
but nobody suitable would marry a fatherless girl
without money, so they would have to find Kanthi
some poor man willing to take her for free. They
said it was enough if she could read and do
household accounts.Tripurasundari, Lalita’s
mother, said nobody would want to marry Kanthi
for being dark-skinned, since she was born brown
in a pink family. She vehemently opposed Kanthi’s
education more than her sons did. Ringed by
dragons, Lalita politely asked them not only to send
Kanthi to school but also to let her have music
lessons.This gave the uncles a ladder to climb down
without losing face. They said Kanthi could either

go to school or have music lessons. To pacify their
mother, they also said Kanthi had to get the highest
marks in class each year if she wanted to go to the
next one.There was nowhere that Kanthi could
study peacefully, and she was frequently
interrupted by her grandmother for a new chore.
Tripurasundari, a sore loser, never stopped saying
how dark Kanthi was, a burden on Earth with her
lack of looks and dower. Kanthi silently swore
never to get married. Later, despite immense family
pressure, she held by that decision.Kanthi was not
always the first in class, but she pushed herself hard
so she never slipped below the top five. If Lalita
caught Kanthi reading a storybook, she beat her
with the visiri kattai, the wooden handle of her
palmetto fan. Lalita had paid Kanthi’s school fees
with her pride and did not intend to let her squander
her chance. This pressure to escape indignity
through study ruled Kanthi’s life. Going to college,
too, was an epic struggle. Her professor at Madras
University, Malcolm Adiseshiah, encouraged her.
Eventually, she taught economics at no less than
Delhi University.Lalita and Kanthi earned their
keep, and my father’s, by doing a heavy share of
housework. Lalita maintained a brave front, while
Kanthi said with iron resolve, “I loathe self-pity.”

The Freedom movement had begun to stir up the

Madras Presidency, the oldest bastion of British
rule in India. The uncles were pro-British and

disliked political opinions in women. So, Kanthi
and Lalita spoke of it covertly, for Lalita was
intensely nationalistic.Lalita had somehow taught
herself to read English, Hindi and Urdu, and used

part of her scant allowance to buy newspapers in all
three languages. She began to keep a secret political
diary that Kanthi read only after her death. In it, said
Kanthi, she had poured out all her hopes and
apprehensions about the social and political future
of the country, its communal rifts, and her own
absolute abhorrence of caste and gender
discrimination.Tripurasundari scoffed at Lalita’s
reading, especially of English books, but could not
really object since Lalita sat down to read only in
the afternoon after completing any number of
household chores.A cousin from Vellore began to
visit in the early 1940s. A well-read and highly

intelligent lady, she was married to a rich but
uneducated man, who liked to drink and party with
the men of his neighbourhood.This lady had not
been allowed to study but had taught herself'to read.
She had a keen interest in Marxism, and in Lalita
she found a kindred spirit. She came by often, and
they would read the Communist Party paper
Janasakti. They secretly procured P
Jeevanandham’s banned Tamil translation of
Bhagat Singh’s essay Why I Am an Atheist, which
they hid under a newspaper cover.Lalita and her
cousin spent hours discussing politics at the
temple, the only place they could visit freely. Itis a
piquant thought that these two outwardly meek
women sat in a corner of the open courtyard of a
temple as the safest place in which to discuss
Marxism, atheism and caste.Lalita introduced her
cousin to Dr Samuel, a Tamil Christian lady doctor
known as ‘Apathikaari Amma’, the woman
apothecary. Dr Samuel gave Lalita a picture of
Baby Jesus and Mother Mary, which she kept in her
puja corner, in accordance with the ingrained
Hindu belief that ‘God is One’, next to a picture of
her beloved Kanchi Kamakshi. Kanthi, however,
turned atheist, disgusted by the cruelty of
‘believing’ society. When my father found
employment and took Lalita away to hired lodgings
in Madras, she took a sweet-natured Dalit couple in
as part-time help.

Notorious criminal
killed in police
encounter in Shamli

Shamli. (Agency)

In a major crackdown on history sheeters in
Uttar Pradesh, police in Shamli district shot
dead a wanted criminal carrying a reward
of Rs 50,000 during an encounter on
Tuesday morning.

The accused, identified as Samaydeen, was
surrounded by police when he opened fire,
prompting retaliatory action.

According to officials, the encounter took
place after the Uttar Pradesh Special Task
Force (UP - STF) and the local Shamli
police received intelligence inputs about
Samaydeen’s presence in an isolated forest
area of the Kandhla police station limits.
Acting swiftly, multiple police teams
cordoned off the area.

When officers called on Samaydeen to
surrender, he allegedly fired
indiscriminately at the police personnel,
forcing them to return fire. Several rounds
were exchanged during the encounter.

Samaydeen was considered one of western
Uttar Pradesh’s most notorious criminals.
He had a long criminal history and was
wanted in numerous serious cases,
including robbery, dacoity, and attempted
murder. His continuous involvement in
organised crime and evasion of arrest had
led authorities to announce a cash reward
of Rs 50,000 for information leading to his
capture.

Senior police officials stated that the
encounter was carried out in self-defence,
as the accused had fired with the intent to
kill. After the exchange ended, police
recovered Samaydeen’s body from the
scene along with an illegal pistol, used and
unused cartridges.

The area has since been secured with heavy
police deployment, and further legal
procedures are underway. Authorities
believe the encounter will help curb
criminal activities and deter other
offenders in the region.

THRC resolves 579 out of
680 complaints in 9 yrs

The Tripura Human Rights Commission
(THRC) has resolved as many as 579 cases
related to human rights violations between
2016 and 2025, out of a total of 680
complaints.

At 291, Delhi's air quality
improves to 'poor’ category

New Delhi.(Agency)

Delhi's air quality improved slightly on Tuesday,
with the city recording an overall Air Quality Index
(AQI) of 291 in the "poor" category at 9 am,
according to the Central Pollution Control Board.

The city's AQI on Monday morning stood at 318 in
the "very poor" category, the CPCB data showed.

Of the 38 monitoring stations across Delhi, 18
reported air quality in the 'very poor' category (AQI
above 300), while 20 recorded 'poor' air quality
(AQI above 200), as per data on the CPCB's Sameer
app. According to CPCB, an AQI between 0 and 50
is classified "good", 51 to 100 "satisfactory", 101 to
200 "moderate", 201 to 300 "poor", 301 to 400 "very
poor" and 401 to 500 "severe". On the weather front,
the minimum temperature settled at 9.2 degrees
Celsius, 0.4 notches below normal, while the
morning relative humidity touched 100 per cent.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has
forecast fog for the day. The maximum temperature
is expected to reach around 22 to 24 degrees Celsius
later in the day.

The new Income Tax Act was passed on August 21,
2025 and will officially come into effect from April 1,
2026. Once it begins, it will replace the six-decade-
old Income Tax Act of 1961.The new law aims to
simplify complicated clauses, cut down on
unnecessary wordage, and make tax compliance
smoother for individuals and businesses.

ITR FORMS BEING REDESIGNED FOR THE
NEW SYSTEM

Chaudhary said that a CBDT committee is currently
working on simplifying the ITR forms. The
committee is consulting tax experts, industry bodies,
and field officers to redesign the forms in a clearer and
more user-friendly format.Under the new law, all
forms, including quarterly TDS returns and annual
income tax returns, are being updated to match the
revised tax framework.

Intake of prebiotics -- dietary fibers found
naturally in foods like chicory, artichokes,
raw garlic, leeks and onions -- may help
improve sleep and act as a buffer against
the physiological impacts of stress, a study
shows.

Prebiotics are certain types of non-
digestible fibers that probiotic bacteria
feed on, such as the fibers found in many
plant sources like asparagus, oatmeal, and
legumes as well as in breast milk.

The findings showed that rats on the
prebiotic diet spent more time in non-
rapid-eye-movement (NREM) sleep,
which is restful and restorative and is
dreamless, than those on the non-prebiotic
diet.

"We found that dietary prebiotics can
improve non-rapid eye movement (REM)
sleep, as well as REM sleep after a stressful
event," said lead author Robert Thompson,
post-doctoral student at University of

Colorado - Boulder.

"Given that sufficient NREM sleep and
proper nutrition can impact brain
development and function and that sleep
problems are common in early life, it is
possible that a diet rich in prebiotics
started in early life could help improve
sleep, support the gut microbiota and
promote optimal brain/psychological
health," added Monika Fleshner,
Professor at University of Colorado -

Boulder.

For the study, published in the journal
Frontiers in Behavioural Neuroscience,
the team fed three-week-old male rats a
diet of either standard chow or chow that
included prebiotics. They then monitored
the rats' body temperature, gut bacteria
and sleep-wake cycles -- using EEG, or
brain activity testing -- over time.

After being exposed to a stressor, the
rats on the prebiotic diet also spent more
time in rapid-eye-movement (REM)
sleep.

REM sleep is believed to be critical for
promoting recovery from stress --
previously been shown to reduce healthy
diversity of gut bacteria.

But rats on the prebiotic diet were
buffered from the impact, maintaining a
healthy and diverse gut microbiota and
normal temperature fluctuations even
after stress exposure, the study said.

Bake in a preheated oven at 230C/450F
for 20 to 22 minues or until crust is
golden brown and sligthly crispy.
