2026. PTI India beat New Zealand by 96 runs
in the final at the Narendra Modi Stadium on
Sunday to become the first team to retain the
men's Twenty20 World Cup title. Put into
bat, India posted a commanding total of 255-
5 and restricted their opponents to 159 in 19
overs. Earlier, New Zealand skipper Mitchell
Santner won the toss and elected to bowl
against defending champions India in the

final. The Kiwis brought back in
pacer Jacob Duffy to their play-
ing eleven in place of all-rounder
and off-spinner Luke
McConchie. India retained the
same eleven from the semifinals
against England at Mumbai.

Mitchell Santner. New Zealand are now 154
for 9 after 18 overs, needing 102 runs from 12
balls. Arshdeep Singh bowls the 17th over,
conceding 9 runs including a boundary from
Mitchell Santner. New Zealand now requires
104 runs from 18 balls. Mitchell Santner dis-
patches Arshdeep Singh for a much-needed
boundary, keeping New Zealand's slim hopes
alive. A well-placed shot that races across the
outfield. Jasprit Bumrah delivers a sensation-
al over, picking up two crucial wickets while
conceding just 4 runs. New Zealand is now
143 for 8 after 16 overs, with their chase look-
ing increasingly difficult. Jasprit Bumrah
bowls a sensational delivery that crashes into
Matt Henry's stumps, sending him back to
the pavilion for a duck. India picks up anoth-
er crucial wicket.

 Two youths were arrested after police 

caught them driving a black Thar at 
high speed while brandishing swords 
in the air in Sector 10A on Friday, 
triggering panic among people.

Tarun Yadav and Tushar Sharma, both 
residents of Sector 10A, were 
apprehended at a check post near 
Himgiri Chowk. Sources said one of 
them is an officer in the Merchant 
Navy, while the other was recently 
discharged from a drug de-addiction 
centre. Investigators said the Thar, 
owned by Tushar, did not have a 
registration plate.A team from Sector 

10A police station, led by ASI 
Devender, along with constable 
Naveen and driver constable Sagar, 
was on crime patrolling duty when they 
got information from the police control 
room about the two travelling in a black 
Thar around the Kadipur and Sector 
10A area while brandishing swords and 
driving the vehicle recklessly.The 
police team set up a checkpoint at 
Himgiri Chowk and started checking 
vehicles. After some time, a black Thar 
without a number plate was seen 
approaching from Basai Chowk at high 
speed. When the driver was signalled 
to stop at the checkpoint, he attempted 
to turn the vehicle around in an effort to 

flee.Police personnel managed to stop 
the vehicle. During a search of the 
vehicle, four unsheathed swords and a 
long, sharp knife (khukri) were 
recovered."When asked to produce any 
licence or permit of the weapons, they 
failed to provide any valid documents. 
The swords measured around 2 feet 10 
inches in length, while the khukri was 
approximately 7 inches long. All the 
weapons were sealed and taken into 
police custody," a police officer said.A 
case was registered against the two at 
Sector 10A police station under 
sections 281 (rash driving) and 125 
(acts done so rashly or negligently that 
they endanger human life) .

A depot-cum-workshop for the upcoming 

metro line between Millennium City 
Centre and Cyber City will be built in 
Sector 33, an official of Gurgaon Metro 
Rail Ltd (GMRL) said on Saturday, 
adding that the process to appoint a 
contractor for the facility has already 
started.The depot, estimated to cost 
around Rs 410 crore, will support train 
stabling, inspection and maintenance for 
the elevated metro l ine.  Once 
construction begins, the project is 
expected to take around 21 months to 
complete.Planned over around 18 
hectares of land, the project will include 
civil, architectural, and electrical and 
mechanical (E&M) works required for 
operating and maintaining the metro 
system.Most of the land required for the 
depot has already been cleared. "A small 
private parcel of around 0.8 hectare 
remains, which will be acquired under 
the Right to Fair Compensation and 
Transparency in Land Acquisition, 
Rehabilitation and Resettlement 
(RFCTLARR) Act. The process will be 
carried out by a committee under the 
d e p u t y  c o m m i s s i o n e r ,  a n d  
compensation will be provided as per 
govt policy," the official said."Our effort 
is to resolve the land issue within around 
three months so that by the time the 
tender process is completed and the 
contractor is on board, the entire land 
parcel is available for construction," he 
added.An HVPNL substation located in 
the area also needs to be shifted to 
facilitate construction of the depot. 
Officials said the shifting process is 
being planned alongside the land 
acquisition exercise.The depot will 
s e r v e  t h e  M i l l e n n i u m  C i t y  
Centre–Cyber City metro corridor, a 
28.5 km elevated line, that will connect 
key residential and commercial areas of 
the city, including Subhash Chowk, 
Hero Honda Chowk and Udyog 
Vihar.The line is expected to ease traffic 
pressure on some of the city's busiest 
roads.In Aug last year, Dilip Buildcon 
Ltd and Ranjit Buildcon Ltd were tasked 
with construction of the first phase of the 
line for Rs 1,277 crore.The work is 
expected to take 30 months.

Roads under water; trees & poles 
uprooted: Cities on knees again

Noida/Ghaziabad. The showers that started Friday 
and continued on Sunday has led to heavy 
waterlogging in Noida and Ghaziabad.

A park for children in Noida Sector 51 has turned into 
a shallow pool, while parks and green belts in 
sectors 119, 12, 30, 120, etc., also remained out of 
bounds due to flooding.Low-lying areas, like 
Botanical Garden Metro station in Noida and Jagat 
Farm Market in Greater Noida, are under at least 
two feet of water. Meanwhile, residents reported 
flooded roads and basements in Noida sectors 22, 
30, 36, 51, 62, 71, 104, 105, 72, 117, 122, 99, 
etc.The picture is similar in Ghaziabad, with Abhay 
Khand, Loni, and Muradnagar facing waterlogging.

Late on Sunday, following reports of 12 people stuck 
in Tronica City due to heavy waterlogging, a team 
of Ghaziabad NDRF carried out a rescue operation. 
Considering a warning of heavy rain ahead, NDRF 
teams are on high alert for emergency response in 
Noida and Ghaziabad.Residents blamed the 
authorities for not taking adequate measures to 
check flooding.“The Noida Authority failed to 
prepare for the monsoon in advance. All its claims 
have fallen flat. In Sector 51, people are wading 
through one-and-a-half feet to two feet of water. 
The Sunday showers also left houses and basements 
flooded.

Farmer electrocuted after 
sprinkler pipe touches 11kV 
line in Gurgaon

Gurgaon.(Agency)
A 40-year-old farmer died of electrocution while shifting 

an aluminium sprinkler pipe that came in contact with a 
low-hanging 11,000-volt power line in a wheat field in 
Tirpari village on Thursday.The incident took place 
around 2pm when Surender Kumar, a resident of 
Tirpari, had gone to irrigate the field with his nephew 
Rahul, police said. Kumar cultivated about 6.5 acres of 
agricultural land on a sharecropping basis that belonged 
to Omkar, a resident of Jhund Sarai village.

According to the complaint filed by Rahul, the two had 
installed an aluminium sprinkler system for irrigation in 
the field. While shifting the pipe to another spot, it 
touched the electricity line and Kumar was electrocuted.

A villager, Keshav, who was passing by in his car, stopped 
to help them. Kumar was taken to SGT Hospital in 
Budhera, where doctors declared him dead.In his 
complaint, Rahul alleged that the electricity department 
has been informed several times that the power lines 
passing above the field were hanging dangerously low, 
but no action was taken.Police reached the hospital after 
receiving information about the death and shifted the 
body to the mortuary for a post-mortem examination.

Based on the complaint and initial enquiry, a case under 
Section 106 (causing death by negligence) of BNS was 
registered at Farukhnagar police station.”The body was 
taken to the mortuary and handed over to the victim's 
family members after the post-mortem. Further 
investigation is underway," sub-inspector Devender 
Kumar said.

Noida.(Agency)
Vineet Kataria, the chairperson of Educrest 

International School in Sector 9B, was 
arrested for allegedly enrolling students in 
classes 9 and 10 despite not having 
affiliation from CBSE and eventually 
failing to provide them admit cards, 
causing 11 of them to miss their boards.

Kataria (38), a resident of Sector 9, was 
arrested from Bilaspur Chowk on Friday. 
During questioning, he admitted that the 
school's CBSE recognition was only up to 
Class 8, police said."Motivated by 
financial gains, he misled parents and 
admitted Class 9 and 10 students by 
falsely claiming CBSE recognition, 
impacting the academic future of at least 
25 children," police spokesperson 
Sandeep Turan said.A case against Kataria 
was registered at Sector 9A police station 
on Feb 18 for fraud, forgery and criminal 
conspiracy. Apart from him, the FIR also 
named principal Riddhima Kataria, vice-
principal Simer Batra, coordinator Sonia 
and other staff.Police said the case began 
with a written complaint from a parent on 
Feb 18. The complainant alleged that the 
school claimed CBSE affiliation at the 

time of admission and displayed a 
certificate carrying an affiliation number. 
Students were charged full fees —tuition, 
building fund, examination and computer 
fees — like any regular  CBSE 
school.However, as the Class 10 board 
exams neared, students were not issued 
admit cards. While checking, the parent 
found that the school was not affiliated 
with CBSE beyond Class 8, and the Class 
10 registration number shown to parents 

was fake.The management, according 
to cops, then tried to "adjust" 11 Class 
10 students into other schools after 
failing to secure their CBSE admit 
cards. Educrest first attempted to place 
them in a Delhi school, but the plan 
collapsed after the school they 
approached lost affiliation. A second 
attempt to shift the students to a school 
in Palwal also failed because the 
enrolment process could not be 
completed in time.As a result, the 
students could not be registered for the 
CBSE Class 10 examinations. With the 
exam window closing, the 11 students 
missed their CBSE ppers.Nine of 11 
parents approached Punjab and 
Haryana High Court, which allowed 

their children to appear for the Haryana 
Board exams. This was a strange 
predicament for the students, who studied 
the CBSE syllabus through the year.Turan 
urged families to verify affiliations before 
admission. "Parents should check official 
recognition and report any discrepancy 
immediately. Any act that jeopardises 
students' futures will be dealt with strictly 
under the law," he said.

Gurgaon.(Agency)
 Pooja Sharma's story began much like that 

of many rural girls in Haryana. She 
studied till Class 10 and married at the age 
of 20. But some time between raising 
three children and manoeuvring financial 
pressures,  the now 46-year-old 
entrepreneur quietly sketched her career 
not only as a financially independent 
woman but also one who transforms the 
lives of others.Once a beneficiary of the 
govt's "Lakhpati Didi" initiative, Pooja 
has been building a rural enterprise rooted 
in millets, dairy and women's collective 
strength. She formed a self-help group of 
women who began selling their products 
at govt-organised trade fairs, gradually 
building a customer base."We take 
whatever work comes our way," she says. 
In January 2025, she was invited to the At 
Home Reception at Rashtrapati Bhavan.

But the journey goes back to 2008. Her 
husband had no regular job and Pooja 
juggled household responsibilities in a 
f a m i l y  w i t h  l i m i t e d  i n c o m e .  

Opportunities were scarce.That year, she 
joined an NGO with a monthly salary of 
Rs 2,500. The job involved working with 
women and children in villages, 
spreading awareness about health and 
education.For the first time, she stepped 
out of her home regularly, interacted with 
strangers and gained the confidence to 
earn and contribute to the family. She 
continued working with the NGO until 
2 0 1 0 ,  b u t  b y  t h e n  a  s e e d  o f  
entrepreneurship had already taken 
root.In 2010, with limited resources but 
growing confidence, she started a dairy 
business with a single cow from a 150-
year-old abandoned house structure. She 
repaired it and gradually increased the 
number of cows to seven, turning the 
space into a modest but functional dairy 
unit.The venture provided some stability, 
but the real change in her life came three 
years later.In 2013, a training organised 
by Krishi Vigyan Kendra introduced 
Pooja and several village women to the 
idea of making roasted soya products. 

Even attending the training was a 
challenge."At that time I did not even 
have money to cover my travel expenses 
to reach the training centre. KVK helped 
us with the transportation cost after 
adjusting the snacks provided at the 
training," Pooja recalls.With govt 
support, she formed a self-help group and 
began producing millet-based food 
products. "Farmers cannot decide the 
price of their produce," Pooja says. "But 
after value addition, farmers like us can 
se l l  ou r  p roduc t s  a t  ou r  own  
price."Participating in trade fairs across 
different cities required long hours and 
frequent travel. "We could not close our 
stalls before 8pm, and by the time I 
reached home it was late," she says.She 
even stopped wearing ankle bracelets to 
keep late evening movements discreet. "It 
was difficult and challenging to go 
against social norms, but I knew I had to 
move forward," she says.The next 
milestone came in 2017, when an NGO 
helped her set up a bakery unit at the same 

house where she once ran her dairy. "They 
provided training from a professional 
chef and helped us with marketing," 
Pooja says.

Just as the business began to gain 
momentum, the pandemic struck. The 
NGO, facing financial constraints, 
withdrew from the project. The sudden 
setback left Pooja struggling. At one 
point, she did not even have enough 
money to pay the electricity bill. But 
instead of shutting down, she adapted.

She started producing millet-based biscuits 
at an affordable price range. "We survived 
during Covid, and all the women working 
with us continued to have a source of 
income," Pooja says.Today, the operation 
has grown into a small but organised rural 
enterprise which provides direct 
employment to around 20 women and 
provides work and financial support to 
nearly 150 women. The group directly 
sources grains from farmers, operates its 
own flour mills, and manages production 
entirely in-house to maintain quality.

Cells to self-reliance: How former inmates are 
rebuilding their lives, one skill at a time

Chief minister Yogi Adityanath on Saturday reviewed 

a revised Mathura Heritage City project draft drawn 
up by the Yamuna Expressway Industrial 
Development Authority (YEIDA) during his visit to 
the district, where he also chaired a meeting of Braj 
Teerth Vikas Parishad.YEIDA said the agency will 
soon start land acquisition for the project and 
officials presented the plan before the chief 
minister.Yamuna Authority additional CEO 
Shailendra Bhatia said that the Rs 7,200-crore 
project, planned under the Raya Urban Centre near 
Vrindavan, will be spread across 753 acres and is 
envisioned as a major cultural, spiritual, and tourism 
hub inspired by Lord Krishna's Braj legacy."As part 
of the project, we decided to develop a pilgrims' 
gateway complex. This will be spread over 17.5 
hectares and will have facilities like a food court, 
waiting area, handicraft shops, information centre, 
etc. We asked the Mathura district magistrate to 
identify the landowners and share land records 
details. Once they share the details, we will start the 
land acquisition process," he said.In addition, the 
Authority will also develop a 1.4km-long and 30m-
wide road connecting the Yamuna Expressway to 
the Banke Bihari Temple. This project will need 
nearly four hectares of land and will facilitate people 
visiting the temple. The local district administration 
will also share the details of the land and landowners 
to start the land acquisition.The review followed 
concerns after parts of the proposed site were 
submerged during last year's monsoon. YEIDA had 
asked its consultant to conduct a fresh flood-risk and 
terrain assessment before the final alignment of the 
project was approved.YEIDA earlier planned to 
develop the project entirely on a public-private 
partnership (PPP) model. However, recent 
assessments found that the Authority needed to bear 
most of the land acquisition costs, making private 
investment less viable.

Cracker sparks burn down 3 shops, 6 bikes

 For years, the world for these 

women was reduced to high 
walls, iron gates and a daily 
fight to stay hopeful.

Now, they are piecing life back 
together — using vocational 
skills learnt in Dasna and Luksar 
jails to earn, raise children and 
reclaim dignity after release.

Reena (name changed on request) 
knows that journey intimately. 
Arrested in 2022 after being 
accused of her husband's 
murder, she entered Dasna jail at 
22 with a criminal case hanging 
over her and a five-year-old 
daughter waiting outside. Last 
year, she secured bail and 
returned to Noida, determined 
to stand on her own feet.Today, 
she earns a modest income as a 
freelance beautician in her 
neighbourhood — work she 
learnt inside prison. "Before 
jail, I was a homemaker. My 
husband abused me regularly 
and  I  had  no  f inanc ia l  
independence. In jail, I enrolled 

in a beautician course. I decided 
that when I stepped out, I would 
earn on my own and not depend 
on anyone for household 
expenses," she said.

On Saturday, Reena joined other 
former inmates from the two 
jails at Delhi's Lodhi Garden for 
a Women's Day gathering 
organised by India Vision 
Foundation, a non-profit  
organisation founded by former 

IPS officer Kiran Bedi that 
works with women rebuilding 
their lives after prison. For 
several of them, it was their first 
public event since release. 
"Many didn't even know such a 
day existed until we told them," 
a coordinator said.Inside Dasna 
and Luksar, prison barracks 
often double as classrooms. 
Inmates spend hours each week 
learning trades such as beauty 

services, tailoring and sewing, 
c r o c h e t  w o r k ,  b a s i c  
computer skills, and adult 
literacy for those who never 
had the chance to attend 
school. For many, it is the 
first time they acquire a 
professional skill that can 
t rans la te  in to  income 
outside."Many women come 
to jail with almost no 
financial independence or 
work experience. When they 
start learning these skills, it 
gives them confidence and 
the possibility of earning a 
livelihood once they are 
released," said Hussain 

Z a i d i ,  w h o  r u n s  t h e  
foundation's rehabilitation 
programme in the two jails.

One former inmate from Luksar 
jail, arrested with her husband 
in a drugs case, spent nearly 
five years in custody before a 
court acquitted her.While in 
jail, she completed a basic 
computer course under the 
programme. After release, the 

certificate helped.

Man on reman
Noida.(Agency)

Police have begun registering FIRs against motorists 
caught under the influence of alcohol, adding criminal 
cases to existing penalties such as challans, licence 
suspension and vehicle impoundment. The stricter 
enforcement, introduced last month, has already led to 
several FIRs being registered, though police said 
consolidated data is yet to be compiled.

In the latest case, an FIR was registered against a 49-year-
old man, Subhash, for driving with an alcohol level 
above the permissible limit. He was caught during an 
alcohol check drive at Sati Chowk on Friday.

Police said ASI Vedpal and constable Navneet were 
deployed at the checkpoint when they stopped a black 
Maruti Brezza (HR26FW5295) approaching the 
barricade at high speed. The car was being driven 
negligently and recklessly. "A strong smell of alcohol 
came from the driver. When he took the test using an 
alco-sensor machine, the reading showed 335 mg of 
alcohol per 100 ml of blood, nearly seven times above 
the legally permissible limit of 30 mg," a cop said.

A case was registered at Kherki Daula police station under 
sections 281 (rash driving) and 125 (acts done so rashly 
or negligently that they endanger human life or personal 
safety) of BNS and section 185 (driving or attempting to 
drive under the influence of alcohol or drugs) of the 
Motor Vehicles Act. The vehicle was seized, police 
said.In cases of drunk driving, police earlier issued 
challans and suspended licences for three months, while 
vehicles were impounded only when alcohol levels 
exceeded the prescribed limit. Now, criminal cases will 
also be registered.Officials said the stricter action is 
aimed at deterring repeat offences and reducing road 
accidents linked to drunken driving.Police data shows 
that 26,122 challans for drunken driving were issued in 
the city last year. "This could be a major step to restrict 
drunk driving and save precious lives on the road. Such 
gross violations not only claim the life of the defaulter 
but also cause the death of others," a police officer said.

Alcohol level 7 times limit, 
man faces FIR for drunk

 Pocked with potholes and rough stretches, the 11.5-km 

Yamuna Pushta Road from Kalindi Kunj to Sector 135 is 
set for a Rs 30-crore revamp, even as Noida Authority is 
drawing up an estimate to upgrade the remaining 15 km 
stretch up to Sector 150.

The four-lane road servesmultiple entry points, including 
the DND Flyway, Chilla border and Kalindi Kunj. 
During office hours, traffic from adjoining sectors spills 
onto the corridor, often leading to slow-moving traffic 
and longer commute times.Officials said the 
embankment road, which runs parallel to the 
expressway, offers a viable alternative, particularly for 
local and intra-city traffic. A plan to have an elevated 
Kalindi Kunj-Sector 150 corridor, however, remains 
stalled.

Eway link, pilgrims’ gateway 
complex part of  Mathura 
Heritage City
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Gurugram: Squadron
Leader Anuj Vashisht, a
resident of Gurugram, was
one of two Indian Air Force
(IAF) pilots who lost their
lives after a Sukhoi-30 MKI
fighter jet crashed during a
routine training sortie from
the Tezpur air force station
in Assam. The news has
left the millennium city in
mourning, and Sector 22,
where his family resides, is
gripped with gloom. As the

news spread, people gath-
ered at his home to pay
their respects to the brave
officer who laid down his
life in the line of duty. The
loss has been particularly
heartbreaking for the
Vashisht family, as prepara-
tions were underway for
Anuj’s wedding later this
year. The household had
been filled with excitement
and celebrations, with rela-
tives discussing guest lists

and wedding arrange-
ments. What was meant to
be a joyful time for the fam-
ily has now turned into a
moment of unimaginable
grief. “His father was in the
police and served the coun-
try. He was very proud of
Anuj’s career choice. The
family had fixed the wed-
ding and preparations
were on in full swing. This
accident has shattered
them, and they are not in a
state to say anything,” said
one of Anuj’s uncles.
According to preliminary
information, the Sukhoi-30
MKI fighter aircraft took
off from the Tezpur air
force station around 10.30
am as part of a routine
training mission. However,
approximately half an hour
after take-off, the aircraft
lost contact with radar sys-
tems. A large search oper-
ation was immediately
launched. After several
hours of intensive efforts,
wreckage of the aircraft
was located in a dense for-
est nearly 60 km from
Tezpur. Officials later con-
firmed that both pilots
were unable to eject safely
from the aircraft and were
killed in the crash while on
duty.
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He added that special camps will be

organised across the state so that women
can easily complete the formalities
required to avail the benefit of the
scheme.

AAP Govt fulfills all poll promises with

New Delhi: Seven peo-
ple including a juvenile
were arrested following a
neighbourhood quarrel
that reportedly began with
a water balloon being
thrown during Holi cele-
brations, turned fatal in
west Delhi’s Uttam Nagar
area, with a 26-year-old
man succumbing to
injuries, police said on
Saturday. According to
Delhi Police, the incident
was reported late on
March 4, after a PCR call
was received at around
11:09 pm regarding a fight
between neighbours
belonging to different
communities. Police said
the altercation began
when a water balloon
thrown by a girl hit a
woman, triggering a heat-
ed argument between the
two families. Members
from both sides soon gath-
ered on the street and the
argument escalated into a
physical clash. During the
scuffle, eight people sus-
tained injuries-three from
one family and five from

the other. Except for one
person who remained hos-
pitalised, all the injured
were discharged the same
day, police said. Initially, a

case was registered under
the relevant provisions of
the Bharatiya Nyaya
Sanhita at the Uttam
Nagar Police Station.
However, the case took a
serious turn the next day
when Tarun, 26, who had
been admitted to hospital

with injuries, died in the
afternoon of March 5.
Following his death, police
added the charge of culpa-
ble homicide under the

Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita.
Investigators said the two
families had been neigh-
bours for nearly five
decades and had earlier
disputes over minor issues

such as parking and
garbage disposal. Police
said six adults have been
arrested while one juvenile
has been apprehended in

connection with the case.
Deputy Commissioner of
Police (Dwarka) Kushal

Pal Singh said police acted
swiftly to control the situa-
tion and warned against
attempts by anti-social ele-
ments to give the incident
a communal colour. “The
situation is under control.
Strict action is being taken
against anyone trying to
disturb law and order,” the
officer said, urging people
not to believe rumours or
hearsay. Meanwhile,
police had deployed para-
military and police person-
nel in the area. Security
was tightened in the locali-
ty and additional forces
were deployed as a precau-
tionary measure to main-
tain law and order, the offi-
cial said.

Delhi court sentences man to
rigorous life term for shooting

his mother dead in 2012
New Delhi: A Delhi court has sentenced a man to

rigorous life imprisonment for murdering his mother in
2012. Additional Sessions Judge Babru Bhan was hear-
ing arguments on the quantum of punishment for
Ramesh, who had been earlier convicted under IPC
Section 302 (punishment for murder). According to the
prosecution, Ramesh was convicted of shooting his
mother—Shanti Devi—dead, in north Delhi’s Vijay
Colony area on May 15, 2012, over a property dispute.
Additional Public Prosecutor Ghanshyam argued that
the convict did not deserve any leniency. “On the date of
the incident, there was no grave provocation or reason
for the convict to kill the deceased. Considering the
close relationship of convict and deceased, maximum
punishment be imposed upon the convict,” he said.  In
an order dated December 15, the court said, “Ramesh is
hereby sentenced to undergo rigorous imprisonment
for life and to pay a fine of Rs 40,000 for the offence pun-
ishable under Section 302 of IPC.”     Earlier, on
December 6, the court had convicted Ramesh saying,
the prosecution had proved beyond reasonable doubt
that he had murdered his own mother by shooting her
with a country-made pistol.
Couple found dead inside house

in northeast Delhi
New Delhi:  A man and his wife, both middle aged,

were found dead in separate rooms of their house in
Jyoti Nagar in northeast Delhi, an official said on
Friday. Preliminary inquiries suggested that the cou-
ple might have died by suicide, though the exact cir-
cumstances surrounding their deaths have not yet
been established. According to the police, information
about the incident was received at 12.05 am on Friday
at the Jyoti Nagar police station, following which a
police team rushed to the spot. Upon reaching the
house, officials found the bodies lying in different
rooms. A forensic team was called to the scene to
examine the premises and collect evidence. The bod-
ies were later shifted to Guru Teg Bahadur (GTB)
Hospital for post-mortem to determine the exact cause
of the deaths. The police said proceedings under
Section 194 (police procedures for investigating suspi-
cious, accidental, or suicidal deaths) BNSS were being
conducted. The police sources said the man had his
own business and suffered losses. It is suspected that
the financial difficulty might have caused stress in the
family, though the police are examining all possible
angles. "They had shifted to this location almost a year
ago and were staying with their two sons, aged 29 and
25," the source said. The man and his wife, aged 55
and 50, respectively, had hanged themselves with a
"chunni" , the sources added.

Gurugram pilot killed in Assam
crash was soon to get married

2 brothers found dead
inside car in Faridabad

Faridabad: The deceased were found inside a car
on Agwanpur Road. Initial investigation by the
Faridabad police suggest the cause of death was
asphyxiation. The bodies were sent to the Badshah
Khan Hospital for post-mortem. The deceased broth-
ers were identified as Kundan Kumar (44) and

Ranjan Kumar (38), natives of Chhapra district,
Bihar, who were residents of Roshan Nagar area
since the past 10 years. Kundan Kumar was a retired
defence official. According to family members, they
left home in their car on Friday morning. When they
did not return until late evening, they started a
search. Since their car was found parked at the same
place for a long time, suspicion arose among local
residents and the police was informed. “Locals said
the car had been parked in the Naveen Nagar area
since 10 am. The exact cause of death will be deter-
mined after the autopsy. We have seized their car and
investigation is under way,” said Yashpal, the
spokesperson of Faridabad police.

Police detained a man who threw what officers said 
were "ignited devices" near far-right protesters 
demonstrating at the residence of New York's mayor 
Saturday, AFP correspondents saw. NYPD 
Commissioner Jessica Tisch said the devices 
contained nuts, bolts and screws as well as a fuse -- 
but it was not yet clear if they were functional 
improvised explosive devices, or hoax imitations.

There was no indication the incident was related to the 
ongoing hostilities in Iran, she added.Far-right 
influencer Jake Lang was demonstrating against 
alleged "Islamification" and calling for an end to 
"public Muslim prayer" in New York in front of 
Gracie Mansion, the residence of mayor Zohran 
Mamdani, who is Muslim. His protest drew around 
20 people, police said, while counterprotesters 
numbered approximately 125.A man wearing a dark 
hooded sweatshirt and beige cargo pants was handed 
a device wrapped in tape and billowing smoke by a 
fellow activist. He dropped it near a line of police 
before vaulting a crash barrier.The man also threw a 
similar device near Lang's group of protesters.

"Witnesses reported seeing flames and smoke as it 
travelled through the air before it struck a barrier a 
few feet from police officers," Tisch told a briefing, 
naming the suspect as Amir Balat, 18.

"Mr Balat then...gets a second device from a man.
"Mr Balat lights the device and starts running with it. 

He then drops the device."Moments later, he and the 
other man were detained by police, who were heavily 
deployed to the protest.

'An idiot'
"The bomb squad responded and...based on a 

preliminary examination and X-ray imaging, the 
devices which were a bit smaller than a football 
appeared to be a jar wrapped in black tape -- 
importantly with nuts, bolts and screws along with a 
hobby fuse that could be lit," Tisch added.

"We don't yet know if they contained energetic 
(explosive) material."The man, apparently a 
counterdemonstrator opposed to Lang, shouted 
"Allahu akbar" ("God is the greatest"), an AFP 
correspondent at the scene heard.A demonstrator 
opposed to Lang, teacher Mia Kurzer, 23, told AFP 
she "showed up because we have to show that hate 
has no place in our city." 

"We democratically elected a mayor who is Muslim -- 
and that's New York. We have different cultures, and 
we have to celebrate those cultures."She added that "I 
think (Lang) is an idiot. I think he underestimates the 
power of the people."There were some scuffles, 
a p p a r e n t l y  b e t w e e n  p r o t e s t e r s  a n d  
counterdemonstrators.A protester in Lang's group 
used pepper spray against counter-protesters and was 
arrested, Tisch said, adding that there were three other 
arrests for disorderly contact.

'World can't return to law of  
jungle': China blasts Iran 
war, urges US to manage ties

BEIJING. (Agency) 
 China's top diplomat condemned on Sunday the war in 

the Middle East and urged the United States to iron 
out its differences with Beijing.

Wang Yi told a press conference in the Chinese capital 
that the war, which was sparked by US and Israeli 
strikes on Iran, "should never have happened."

"A strong fist does not mean strong reason. The world 
cannot return to the law of the jungle," he told 
reporters.Yi made the comments during China's 
annual political gathering, known as the "Two 
Sessions", which began this week.

The parallel meetings of China's parliament and 
political consultative body are closely watched for 
signals as to Chinese leaders' geopolitical strategy, as 
tensions with the United States and regional rivals 
persist and wars in the Middle East and Ukraine rage.

"This year is indeed a big year for Sino-US relations," 
Wang said.Ties between China and the United States 
have been strained since US President Donald Trump 
returned to the White House last year, followed by a 
trade war that saw the two countries impose tit-for-tat 
tariffs on each other's products.Beijing has 
previously blasted US and Israeli military actions in 
Iran, with which it has diplomatic and trade ties, and 
condemned in particular the killing of the country's 
supreme leader Ayatollah Ali Khamenei.

Wang told reporters on Sunday that China and the 
United States must "make careful preparations, 
create a suitable environment, manage existing 
differences, and eliminate unnecessary interference".

He also maintained that China's relations with Moscow, 
which have been criticised by Western countries as 
sustaining the war in Ukraine, remained "steadfast 
and unshakeable"."Amidst the turbulent and 
complex international environment, China-Russia 
relations remain steadfast and unshakable," he said.

Nepal’s ‘pairo’: RSP’s landslide victory signals end of old guard, new era in politics

AS in the spring a young man’s fancy lightly turns to 
thoughts of love, so on International Women’s Day 
(March 8), our thoughts once more turn — 
however fleetingly — to the status and condition 
of Indian women.Are women moving forward 
towards social and economic equity and equality, 
freedom from fear and want, safety and security or 
not? And what is the pace of it all?

Counter currents abound. Even as one wave of 
policy or practice seems to carry women towards 
the shore, the undertow of culture and tradition 
pushes them down into the shoals.Annual 
assessments show that more women are engaging 
in economic activity than ever before. In five 
years, women’s labour force participation has 
nearly doubled. But the majority still work in the 
agriculture sector, usually as low-paid unskilled 
labour but too often as unpaid workers. Whether it 
is in boardrooms or brick kilns, women earn 20-
70% less than men for the same work.

Politically, women should be making strides. 
Reservations in Panchayati Raj institutions have 
brought millions into decision-making. Despite 
the usual derision about ‘pradhan pati’ proxies, in 
many states women in third-tier governance now 
exceed quotas, gaining visibility, legitimacy and 
shifting rural gender norms.Yet, a confident 
grassroots leadership has not tempted political 
leaders to draw from there to populate their higher 
reaches. Between 2019 and 2024, women’s 
representation in state Assemblies remained 
stagnant at 9-10%. In Parliament, the count 
actually dipped slightly to 14.4% in the 17th Lok 
Sabha. This is well below the global average of 
around 27% and much below the ever pending 
33% reservation target.

This reluctance to include women in the upper 
echelons is emblematic of trends everywhere. 
Illustratively in the justice sector, where equality 
and equity should have been baked in as a first 
priority, a healthy 38% of women judges in the 
lower judiciary reduces to just over 13% at the 
high court and 3.1% in the Supreme Court. And so 
it goes.It is now routinely acknowledged that 
workforce parity could lift India’s GDP by as 
much as a quarter. Yet, in the interlocking skein of 
constraints that hold women back, the prevailing 
culture is a cardinal factor.The sustaining culture 
believes strongly in hierarchy. Place is pre-
determined by caste and gender; and each person 
is expected to stay uncomplainingly right there. In 
that scheme of things, constitutional values of 
individual freedoms, choice and privacy and what 
it means to be an active empowered citizen can 
bring down consequences heavily on the head that 
dares to stay unbowed.

Still, it is not a stagnant pool. There is a churning, not 
least created by social and mass media. The whole 
population is screen-stuck. Women’s viewership 
is multiplying faster than male.

The year’s most popular shows depict women 
cutting through adversity to rise up into 
unconventional leadership roles. At the same time, 
prurient adult viewing — read porn — is fully 
active in reinforcing women’s subordination, 
revels in her humiliation and enjoys violence as 
pleasure.Yet, every small screen beams forth new 
values even as it sustains old ones.

The Indian shuttler prevailed in 
a tense three-game encounter, winning 21-16, 
18-21, 21-15 after 1 hour and 37 minutes of 
play. This result marks Sen's second 
appearance in the final of this prestigious 
tournament, following his runner-up finish in 
2022.Sen demonstrated resilience throughout 
the match, especially after dropping the 
second game to Lai, who is currently ranked 
world No.16. Sen's composure and tactical 
adjustments in the decider proved crucial as 
he closed out the match to advance to 
Sunday's championship round.

The defining moment came in the third game, 
where Sen broke away after a close mid-game 

interval. His sharp net play and consistent 
smashes saw him overcome LSen's 
performance has set up a final against Lin 
Chun-Yi of Chinese Taipei on March 8. A 
victory would make him only the third Indian 
to win the All England Open in men’s 
singles—a feat last achieved by Pullela 
Gopichand in 2001.

India's history at the All England Open has seen 
only two men’s singles champions: Prakash 
Padukone in 1980 and Pullela Gopichand in 
2001. Notable finalists include Prakash Nath 
in 1947 and Saina Nehwal in 2015, though 
both fell short in the final hurdle.ai’s 
challenge, sealing the contest and earning 
another shot at the title.The 2026 campaign is 
particularly significant as India has waited 25 
years for another men's singles winner at this 
event.

They withdrew Rs 35,962 
crore in January, Rs 22,611 crore in December, and 
Rs 3,765 crore in November, according to data from 
the depositories.The latest outflows occurred during 
March 2-6, when FPIs sold equities worth about Rs 
21,000 crore in the cash market.

March 3 was a trading holiday on account of Holi.
Market experts attributed the pullout primarily to the 

rising geopolitical tensions in West Asia.The US and 
Israel launched a major attack on Iran on February 
28 which killed Iran's Supreme Leader Ayatollah Ali 
Khamenei, triggering conflict in the region.

However, you must 
remember to water them from time to 
time, so that they remain fresh.
Go for bright blooms
Instead of going in only for green plants, 
you can also opt for flowers in bright 
colours — marigolds, lilies, etc are good 
options. They not only add to the beauty 
of the room, but also lend a calming 
effect. Make sure you choose flowering 
plants that are not seasonal.
Do not opt for too many planters
Build the garden in such a way that it 
does not overpower your room. Since 
you also have to maintain uniformity, 

having about three to 
four planters placed 
side by side will make 
t h e  g a r d e n  l o o k  
complete. This will also 
lend a neat look to your 
room and the plants will 
have enough breathing 
space. 
Place them on faux 
grass
To give the garden a 
more authentic look, 
you can have the 
planters placed on fake 
g rass .  I f  you  a re  
planning to do this in 
your bedroom, make 
sure that you choose an 
area (possibly near the 
windows, so that your 
plants can get sunlight). 
You can alternatively 
also use pebbles for 
non-flowering plants 
that need less water to 
keep them clean.

drawers come to the rescue. You can make 
drawers anywhere in the house, be it your 
TV cabinet to the gaps in your couch. In 
fact, a very smart way to store a large 
number of things is to make a floor drawer. 
Just give a slight elevation to a certain 
section of your house, either for the sitting 

Inside out
This is the most interesting piece of compact 
furniture. A set of round or square coffee 
table and four well fitted seaters inside it will 
help you make the right utilisation of space. 
You can either sit down and use it as low 
dining or coffee table or just pull out the 
seaters (with storage of course) when you 

have more heads.
Tip: Make sure you have large French 
windows in every room. They make the 
house look spacious and beautiful since 
they usually overlook the surroundings 
outside. Also, use colours like ivory white 
or beige, as they attract sunlight to make 
you home look visibly bigger.
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
