The first widespread monsoon 

showers of the season were enough 

to expose familiar cracks in the civic 

fabric of Noida and Ghaziabad on 

Tuesday. Within hours, roads turned 

into pools, traffic ground to a crawl, 

commuters remained stranded in 

ki lometre- long tai lbacks and 

residents were once again asking 

why a few hours of rain continue to 

overwhelm cities that promise 

world-class infrastructure.

Between 8.30am and 2.30pm, IMD 

recorded 45mm of rainfall in Noida 

and 16mm in Ghaziabad. Though the 

rainfall was moderate, its impact was 

a n y t h i n g  b u t .  T h e r e  w a s  

waterlogging across major roads, 

residential sectors and key junctions.

One of the most alarming incidents 

was reported from Greater Noida, 

where a 10-year-old boy fell into an 

open manhole near Yatharth 

Hospital while walking with his 

mother. He was rescued by an 

enforcement team that happened to 

be passing by.“We heard the mother 

raising an alarm and rushed to the 

spot. The boy was pulled out safely. 

He was covered in sewage sludge but 

fortunately suffered only minor 

injuries,” said Rajesh Mohan, ARTO 

(enforcement).Residents alleged the 

manhole had remained uncovered 

for a long time despite the onset of 

the monsoon.The rain also crippled 

traffic across Noida. The Sector 18 

underpass emerged as one of the 

worst-hit stretches after a truck 

broke down in the middle of the 

flooded carriageway, trapping 

commuters travelling from Film City 

towards sectors 27 and 60 for nearly 

an hour until police removed the 

vehicle. Traffic came to a crawl near 

Sector 37, Botanical Garden, Sector 

62 and Lotus 300 in Sector 107, where 

vehicles negotiated waterlogged 

roads.

In a significant admission before 
National Green Tribunal (NGT), 
MCG has acknowledged that runoff 
from Bandhwari landfill flows into 
the adjoining Aravali forest during 
spells of heavy and prolonged rain.

The corporationʼs affidavit has also 
made it clear that the infrastructure 
required to permanently prevent 
such contamination is still either 
being planned or built, raising 
fresh questions over the protection 
o f  t h e  e c o l o g i c a l l y  f r a g i l e  
landscape.Filed ahead of Tuesdayʼs 
hearing in the Bandhwari case, the 
affidavit stated that rainwater 
flowing from the rear of the landfill 
drains into the low-lying forest 
behind the site. The admission 
comes after years of concerns 
raised before NGT over toxic 
leachate entering the Aravalis, 
which play a critical role in 
g r o u n d w a t e r  r e c h a r g e ,  
biodiversity conservation and the 
regionʼs ecological balance.MCG 
said agencies carrying out legacy 
waste remediation have installed 
two trommel machines on the 
forest-facing side of the landfill to 
process waste and create a one-to-
two-acre buffer along the forest 
edge. “New large drains will be 
excavated within the landfill to 
prevent overflow of rainwater and 
leachate, which will be channelled 
to existing ponds before being 
lifted through tankers,” the 
af f idavi t  s ta tes ,  ef fect ively  
acknowledging that the present 
arrangement is inadequate during 
intense rainfall.

Roads under water; trees & poles 
uprooted: Cities on knees again

Noida/Ghaziabad. The showers that started Friday 
and continued on Sunday has led to heavy 
waterlogging in Noida and Ghaziabad.

A park for children in Noida Sector 51 has turned into 
a shallow pool, while parks and green belts in 
sectors 119, 12, 30, 120, etc., also remained out of 
bounds due to flooding.Low-lying areas, like 
Botanical Garden Metro station in Noida and Jagat 
Farm Market in Greater Noida, are under at least 
two feet of water. Meanwhile, residents reported 
flooded roads and basements in Noida sectors 22, 
30, 36, 51, 62, 71, 104, 105, 72, 117, 122, 99, 
etc.The picture is similar in Ghaziabad, with Abhay 
Khand, Loni, and Muradnagar facing waterlogging.

Late on Sunday, following reports of 12 people stuck 
in Tronica City due to heavy waterlogging, a team 
of Ghaziabad NDRF carried out a rescue operation. 
Considering a warning of heavy rain ahead, NDRF 
teams are on high alert for emergency response in 
Noida and Ghaziabad.Residents blamed the 
authorities for not taking adequate measures to 
check flooding.“The Noida Authority failed to 
prepare for the monsoon in advance. All its claims 
have fallen flat. In Sector 51, people are wading 
through one-and-a-half feet to two feet of water. 
The Sunday showers also left houses and basements 
flooded.

It took just one proper monsoon spell to 
expose the cityʼs oldest vulnerability. 
As the seasonʼs first widespread 
showers lashed on Tuesday, roads 
disappeared under water, traffic 
slowed to a crawl, school buses got 
stranded and commuters found 
themselves trapped for hours — a 
familiar reminder that despite 
gleaming office towers and the stateʼs 
biggest taxpayers, the cityʼs civic 
infrastructure still struggles to 
withstand a few hours of sustained 
rain.IMD recorded 80mm of rainfall at 
its Gurgaon observatory between 
8.30am and 5.30pm. It issued a nowcast 
at 2.50pm, warning of thunderstorms, 
lightning, moderate rain and gusty 
winds of 30-40 kmph until 5.50pm.The 

downpour brought temperatures down 
sharply but also brought much of the 
city to a standstill, with waterlogging 
reported from several major roads and 
intersections. The worst-hit stretches 
included Hero Honda Chowk, Rajiv 
Chowk, Huda Metro station road, 
Subhash Chowk, Civil Lines, Sector 45 
and Sector 70A, where vehicles crawled 
through flooded carriageways. Videos 
from Hero Honda Chowk showed 
kilometre-long queues of cars, buses 
and trucks inching through wheel-deep 
water.The rain also disrupted school 
transport. A school bus slipped into a 
roadside drain along Delhi-Gurgaon 
Expressway near Narsingpur, while 
two other school buses and a tractor got 
s t u c k  i n  d e e p  p o t h o l e s  o n  a  
waterlogged road in Civil Lines. There 
were no injuries.Another school bus 

carrying children partially sank into a 
dug-up stretch near Sector 53 Circle on 
Golf Course Road around 3pm after 
appearing to nose-dive into a pit. 
According to a local resident,  
sanitation workers and passersby 
helped pull the vehicle out while 
children remained inside.An SUV also 
got trapped on a road in Civil Lines after 
sinking into an unfilled stretch 
excavated for sewer line-laying work. 
According to MCG officials, the project 
is part of a sewer network being laid for 
Patel Nagar.\ They said the previous 
contractor had abandoned the work 
midway, following which a fresh 
contract was awarded. The new 
contractor resumed work only a few 
days ago, leaving sections of the road 
vulnerable when Tuesdayʼs rain 
inundated the area.

 A  s e c t i o n  o f  D e l h i - G u r g a o n  
Expressway caved in at Narsingpur on 
Tuesday evening after heavy rain, 
forcing closure of two lanes on the 
carriageway towards Jaipur and 
causing tailbacks during rush 
hour.The cave-in occurred at the spot 
where GMDA is constructing a 
stormwater drainage culvert beneath 
NH-8 using trenchless technology. It 
left a 10-foot-long and 8-foot-wide 
c r a t e r  i n  t h e  m i d d l e  o f  t h e  
expressway, prompting traffic police 
to barricade the stretch and divert 
vehicles. Tailbacks extended up to 
IFFCO Chowk, with commuters 
s t r a n d e d  f o r  m o r e  t h a n  t w o  
hours.“The cave-in occurred on a 
portion of NH-8 near Narsinghpur 

(Delhi-Jaipur side) was localised. 
Traffic management measures have 
been put in place. NHAI is extending 
all necessary support and is closely 
coordinating with the executing 
agency to facilitate early restoration 
and ensure safe movement of traffic. 
The situation is being continuously 
monitored,” an NHAI statement said.

Officials said GMDA is constructing 
the culvert to improve drainage 
network along the expressway. The 
project involves pushing three 900mm 
diameter pipelines beneath the 
h i g h w a y  t h r o u g h  t r e n c h l e s s  
t e c h n o l o g y ,  w h i c h  a l l o w s  
underground construction without 
excavating the carriageway or 
disrupting traffic. Two of the three 
pipelines were being laid when the 
road surface collapsed.Preliminary 

findings suggested that rainwater 
entered through utility ducts and 
seeped beneath the highway, washing 
away supporting soil and causing the 
surface to settle. “The exact cause will 
be confirmed after a detailed 
inspection. Prima facie, it appears that 
w a t e r  i n g r e s s  b e n e a t h  t h e  
carriageway caused the surface to 

settle,” an NHAI official said.A senior 
GMDA official said teams reached 
the site soon after the incident and 
s t a r t e d  r e s t o r a t i o n  w o r k .  
“Rectification will be carried out at 
the earliest. We are assessing the 
extent of the damage,” the official 
said.To ease congestion, police 
announced diversions for vehicles 
travelling towards Jaipur. A traffic 
police officer said vehicles coming 
from Delhi were advised to take 
Dwarka Expressway from Shiv Murti 

and rejoin NH-8 through the 
cloverleaf  interchange before 
proceeding towards Manesar and 
Jaipur.before merging back with NH-8 
near  Manesar .  We have  a lso  
coordinated with Delhi Police to 
regulate the incoming traffic,” the 
officer said.

was taken at a high-level meeting 
chaired on Friday by Authority CEO

ordered a thorough technical audit of the 
water supply system, including 
pipelines, reservoirs and water ATMs, to 
ensure that residents receive safe and 
clean drinking water," Lokesh M said. 
He added that water samples would be 
collected from different sectors and a 
detailed report submitted "at the 
earliest" to ensure there is no 
contamination threat in the city.The 
CEO also reviewed the status of the 80-
cusec Ganga water project and asked 
officials to complete all pending work 
by this month.

On a day when the first widespread 

monsoon showers should have 

brought relief from the heat, they 

instead delivered a familiar reality 

check. For thousands, travelling a 

few kilometres became an exercise 

in patience rather than distance.

A city synonymous with expressways, 

corporate towers and premium 

neighbourhoods found itself merely 

inching forward as waterlogged roads, 

flooded intersections and a highway 

cave-in turned routine commutes into 

h o u r s - l o n g  o r d e a l s . T u e s d a y  

afternoonʼs rain brought traffic to a 

near standstill across the city, with 

jams rippling from one arterial road to 

another. Water accumulated rapidly 

on key stretches, forcing vehicles to 

crawl through inundated roads and 

creating tailbacks that stretched for 

kilometres. School buses, office cabs, 

ambulances and private vehicles all 

found themselves caught in the same 

gridlock.The worst-hit locations 

included Rajeev Chowk, Hero Honda 

Chowk, Kherki Daula toll plaza, IFFCO 

Chowk, Signature Tower, Sector 31 

market, Mata Mandir Road, Golf 

Course Road, MG Road, Subhash 

Chowk, Vatika Chowk, Narsingpur, 

Basai Road, Bilaspur, Pachgaon, 

Manesar and the Southern Peripheral 

Road (SPR). Traffic also slowed 

considerably near GD Goenka School 

i n  S e c t o r  4 8  a f t e r  r a i n w a t e r  

s u b m e r g e d  p a r t s  o f  t h e  

carriageway.Golf Course Road — often 

projected as the cityʼs flagship 

corridor — became one of the biggest 

choke points. Long queues of vehicles 

crept forward bumper-to-bumper, 

while MG Road witnessed similar 

scenes.“It took me around 45 minutes 

to reach the Sector 55-56 Rapid Metro 

station from Sikanderpur. Normally, 

i t  t a k e s  1 5 - 2 0  m i n u t e s ,  b u t  

waterlogging reduced traffic to a 

crawl,” said Shobit Khanna, a resident 

of Sector 65.The situation worsened 

around 5pm after a road caved in near 

Narsingpur on the Delhi-Jaipur 

carriageway of NH-8. To ease the 

mounting congestion, police created 

three diversions. Vehicles from Delhi 

heading towards Jaipur were diverted 

onto Dwarka Expressway near 

Mahipalpur. At Rajeev Chowk and 

Hero Honda Chowk, motorists were 

redirected via Sohna Road and 

Southern Peripheral Road.

The diversions, however, shifted the 

burden rather than reducing it. SPR, 

already struggling with heavy traffic, 

became even more congested as 

diverted vehicles poured onto the 

corridor.“Gurgaon aain came to a halt 

after a spell of rain. It took nearly 90 

minutes to cover barely 7km from SPR 

to Sector 46. Every monsoon, 

commuters are left helpless while 

authorities promise lasting solutions,” 

said Vikas Sharma, a resident of Sector 

71.Navigation apps mirrored the scale 

of the disruption, showing travel 

times exceeding an hour for stretches 

that ordinarily take less than 20 

minutes. Several commuters said it 

took them nearly an hour to travel just 

3-4km, while others spent well over an 

hour negotiating.

MCM has initiated groundwork towards the 

proposed waste-to-energy (WTE) plant, initiating 

the process to fence the remaining 10 acres of land 

earmarked for the project in Kasan village.

“Out of 20 acres of land, we got possession of 10 

acres of land first that was already fenced.

Fencing 

will be completed in 15 to 20 days,” said MCM 

executive engineer Nijesh Kumar.

On Tuesday, the civic body floated a tender to hire 

an agency for fencing the 10-acre parcel recently 

acquired by HSIIDC for the project.

The project gained momentum in March when the 

directorate of urban local bodies (ULB) constituted 

a committee to prepare a model request for 

proposal (RFP) for waste-to-energy projects in 

major municipal corporations, including Gurgaon, 

Faridabad and Hisar.According to ULB officials, 

the project will be developed under the public-

private partnership (PPP) model. The Ministry of 

Housing and Urban Affairs has also issued a model 

RFP to assist states and ULBs in structuring 

technically viable and financially sustainable 

waste-to-energy projects.The committee has been 

tasked with carrying out techno-economic and 

feasibility reports, identifying suitable sites, 

assessing waste generation, and planning the 

power purchase agreement (PPA) framework. It 

will also estimate project costs, evaluate 

environmental requirements and outline 

mechanisms for the disposal of residual waste.

A decade has passed since the seismic morning of 
June 24, 2016, when the British electorate woke up 
to realise they had voted to sever their 43-year 
relationship with the European Union.

What was 
promised as a triumphant reclamation of national 
sovereignty has instead evolved into a cautionary 
tale of economic friction and institutional 
exhaustion.

To evaluate whether Brexit has done more harm 
than good is to look at a deeply asymmetric ledger 
of suffering and benefit.

Independent 
consensus indicates that the British economy is 
notably smaller than it would have been had it 
remained within the single market, hobbled by 
trade barriers, acute labour shortages and a 
persistent chilling effect on foreign investment.The 
primary sufferers have been the everyday British 
public: small-business owners buried under 
mountains of bureaucratic red tape, farmers 
stripped of agricultural subsidies and consumers 
bearing the brunt of inflation exacerbated by 
c u r r e n c y  d e p r e c i a t i o n  a n d  i m p o r t  
friction.Conversely, the beneficiaries form a 
remarkably narrow cohort. A small class of hedge 
fund managers and financial speculators 
successfully shorted the pound or profited from 
volatility. A few large conglomerates managed to 
absorb the regulatory compliance costs that 
crushed their smaller competitors. For the vast 
majority of the population, however, the promised 
upside of exiting the bloc never materialised.The 
foundational promises and grand claims made by 
the Leave campaign have been thoroughly exposed 
as either gross exaggerations or outright 
deceptions. The most infamous symbol of the 
campaign—a red bus promising to redirect £350 
million a week from the EU to the National Health 
Service—stands as a monument to political 
fantasy. The NHS today faces deeper structural 
crises and longer waiting lists than at any point in 
its history, severely exacerbated by the loss of 
European medical staff.
The pledge that trade deals with the rest of the 
world, particularly a comprehensive pact with the 
US, would effortlessly replace European 
commerce has collapsed under geopolitical 
realities. Furthermore, the central emotional pillar 
of the Brexit campaign—reclaiming absolute 
control over national borders—has yielded a 
supreme irony: overall net migration to the UK 
actually hit record highs post-Brexit, merely 
shifting in composition from European workers to 
non-EU professionals and student dependents.
This stark divergence between promise and reality 
has triggered a profound shift in British public 
opinion. Polling data indicates that a clear majority 
of Britons (consistently around 57 percent) now 
view the decision to leave the EU as a historic 
mistake. The number of people who believe Brexit 
has been an outright failure is five times greater 
than those who deem it a success. A significant 
generational turnover has accelerated this shift, as 
young citizens who were too young to vote in 2016 
overwhelmingly favour European integration.
Yet, if a referendum to rejoin the EU were repolled 
tomorrow, its victory would be far from 
guaranteed. While a mathematical majority tells 
pollsters they wish to rejoin, that support plummets 
dramatically when confronted with the actual 
terms of modern re-entry. The British public 
remains fiercely opposed to accepting the euro, 
losing their historic budget opt-outs, or agreeing to 
the unrestricted free movement of people.

The 
artist will convert your idea into a creative design. If you don't have 
any idea about what exactly you want on your body, the artist will 
be at a loss about what to suggest and you might get something you 
regret." Also, amateur tattoo artists in the city download ready 
designs from internet. Don't settle for clones. Demand a custom 
design. It's your right to ask your artist to draw something specially 
for you.

The shop minimum at a tattoo parlour is the overhead costs 
that it takes to get you tattooed. Keeping the equipment clean 
and sterile costs money. This includes needles, ink and 
workstations. Asking your tattoo technician a question like, 
'What's your shop minimum?' can dampen his mood.

Never get a tattoo in summer
Tattoo ink is made up of pigments that can fade easily when 
exposed to the sun's ultraviolet rays. With the weather hot all 
year-round in Mumbai, you can't deprive yourself of tattoos. 
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
